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QUESTIONS very often arise before:
special examiners as to the powers they
possess of excluding persons who wish to-
be present at the examinations. In In re
Western of Canadu O0il Lands, &e.
Compuny, 25 W. R. 787, the Master of
the Rolls held that the examiner’s office-
is simply a private room, and that he has.
no discretion to admit any persons other:
than the parties, their solicitors, counsel,
and agents.

WE commend the action of the
Court of Chancery in extending vacation
to the end of August. This gives a two-
months panse during the summer when
fagged brains and bodies ean rest and re--
cruit. It might he well, however, to-
change the time so that vacation would
generally include the hot weather, say
from the middle of July till the middle
of September. This wonld somewhat.
disarrange the fall circuits, but with the
present conveniences for travel, there is.
no good reason why some of this busi--
ness should not be attended to during
the winter months,
