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them sufficlently to stay with them at home and
hide thelr weaknesees rather than depose them by
going 1o the legislature. The husband may be
grandly successful in other voecations. Let him
struggle to know that for which he js best suited and
the wifo assist him, and devote her energies in
raising sons who may adorn positions their father
could not fll.

There are spheres for action when much more
good can be accomplished by woman than travelling
far from their homes. There is the cause of temp-
_eraunce, the Sunday schools, Ilome and Foreign Mis-
sions—1{o beassisted about the home in ways to which
they can give their spare moments and at the same
time be afforded a healthful recreation. Then will the
home be protected by a mother’s love and watch-
care and the family become the great centre from
which will radiate a power for good.

Ono of thecrying cvilsof our day is that the home-
circle is being broken up and is -attracting the at-
tention of all thoughtful and observing men. Now
who can protect this sacred spot like mother ? She
is the queen upon the throng, but if the throne be
vacated the results must be disastrous,

Women, send your husbandsout to do the lectur-
ing, preaching and legislating, and you yoursclves
De engaged in work agreable to your modesty, at the
same time rear truly noble sous and daughters who
will rise, and, finding you at home, call you blessed
and attribute their greatness to a mother’s fostering
care, ‘I'here are many mothers who have been so
blessed by such sons.  ** A good mother,” said George
Herbert, tho English poct, “‘is worth a hundred
schoolmasters.”

This is true in every instance and would to God
all homes were blessed with such mothers.

M. I;;’AX.

* Let me die the death of the righteous and let my last
end be like his.” Num. xxiii. 10

These are the words of Balaam when contemplat
ing God's ancient people Israel. He had been sent
for by Balak to curse the Israclites, but instead
thereof he had blessed themn. -

I think thuse words voice the honest sentiments of
-everyheart. Therighteous man may be the subject of
ridicule when living, but when he comes to death’s
door, he has a victory that even his enemics must
senvy him. I have seen the rightéous die, and I have
heard of the death of the wicked, and my choice is
expressed in the words of the text. The Scriptures
coniirm this choice. The righteous man has hope
in death, Prov.xiv.82. There is a reward for the
rightcous, Ps.1viii.11. They shall shine forth as the
sun in the kingdom of their father, Matt. xiii.43.
They sha’l go into eternal life, Matt., xxv.46.

Those being facts, it is well for.us to investigate
the matter of righteousness. Let us see then:

I. Wuar ris Nor. Itisnotinfallibility. ‘That
a man is a righteous man does not imply that he
cannot sin.  Men never reach tbat point of perfec-
tion in this life when they aie beyond the possibil-
ity of sinning. Even Paul was under the necessity
-of watching himseclf, lest after all his preaching he
shouid be a castaway. And yet we know that Paul
wagarightcousman. Hehad a rightecousness which
was not his own, or of his own manufacture, but
righteousness of God, by faith in Jesus-Christ.

II. Wuar 8. It is rightness. Tobs right end
to do right habitually; to have the heart right 1n the
sight of God and the life right in conformity to his
law; to sustain right relations to God and our fellow-

.men;—this is to he righteous.

1II. Tur Source or 1T. Not ourselves. Paul
says of men as men—** there is none righteous, no
not onc.” So that-In:addition to.being unrighteous
ourselyes, we find all other men in the same sorry
plight, and there is ‘* no eye to pity nor arm to save”
among all the sons of men:. Tlic source of: right.
cousness is Christ. He * is the end of the law unto
righteousness‘'to every ond that believeth.” Rom,

iv.8. Ho ““was made unto us, wisdom from God,
and righteouness and sanctification and redemption.”
I. Cor. 1.30. Y oucannot be rightcous independent
of Christ. While you ignore Him, His sacrifice, ITis
claims, His authority, 1Iis mediation, you are all
wroug in the sight of God. You may be self-right-
cous; you mny, like the Israelites of Paul's day,
seek to establish a righteousness of your own; but
while you neglect Christ, you are ignorant of God’s
righteousness, and free from it.

It i3 not broathed
into man, as God breathed into his nostrils the
breath of life, in the beginning.  Iv does not come
down from leavex like the lightning, striking aman
here, and another there, It is not caught by one
from another, as we catch an infectious disease.
But in its acquisition, man is involved in the exer-
ciso of his intellect, sensibilities, and will. dan has
something to do in obtaining rightcousness, or in
being made right.  With the beart he believes unto
rvightecousness. TRom. xi.10. So that, if 4 man is
rightcous at all, his rightecousness, Jike Paul’s, is
““that which is through faith in Christ, the right.
cousness which is of God by faith.” But it don’t
stop at faith. Taith alone, makes noman rightcous,
or right.  Ilo must present himself a8 a servant of
obedience untorighteousness. Rom. vi 16. Ile must.
obey that form of teacking, e., before he can
be made free from sin and become 4 servant of right-
cousness. Rom. vi.17-18. No man is right before

God who does not believe in His Son and obey..

Falth in Jesus and obedience to Him makes a man.
vight. Then his rightcousness is not his own, hut
God's, through Christ. Tit. {ii.5-0.

V. Iow 1T 18 MAINTAINED. The obedient be-
Jiever becomes a servant of righteousness. Rowm. vi,
18. Thep his life should be devoted to the practice
of righteousness. This was the purpose of Christ
when he redeemed him. T Pet, ii.24. He should
be filled with the fruit of righteousness.  Phil. .11,
He should follow after righteousness. 1. Tim.vi.l1,
II, Tim 1i.22. God belps his people in the pursuit
of rightcousness. Ile strengthens them by His Spi-
rit in-the inward man, thus enabling them to resist

temptation and preserye their integrity before Him..

Eph. iil 16-18. Whenthey need correction He chas-
tises them, that being ‘‘ exercised therchy” they may
enjoy the peacceful frujts of rightcousndss. Heb.
xii.11. If they sin He s willing to forgive their
sins, and has appointed them an advoeate, Jesus
Christ the righteous, who is the propitintion for
their sins. I Jno. ii.1-2.

The sceret-of & rightcous life, then, is a-faithful
obedience to Christ and a conrident reliance on Him.
Brother and friend, if you wish to realize the prayer
of Balaam -in a rightcous and peaceful death, you
must make that possible by living a righteous and
godly life. '
