THE EVIL OF DIVORCE.

Howevor much men may differ In their
| vlews of the natore and attributes of the
matrimonial contract, and in shelr concep$ of
the rights and obligations of the married atate,
00 ona will deny that these are grave gumos-
tions ; slnos upon marriage rests the family,
snd upon the family rest seclety, civilization
and the highest interesta of religion and the
- Qtate., Yet, strange to eay, divorce, ths
deadly enemy of msrrisge, stalks abroad to-
day bold and unblushing, a monater licensed
by the laws of Ohristlan States to break
_hearte, wreck homes, and ruln sonli. And
psaing strange lu it, too, that so many, wise
sod far-seolng in less weighty concerns, do
not appear to ses in the ever growing power
_of divorocs o menacs not only to the sacred
‘peas of the marriage institution, but even to
the fair soolal fabric reared upon matrimeny
ax its cormwer-stone.
MARRIAGE UNDEE THE OLD LAW,

God institnted in Paradize the marriage
state and sanctified It, He established ita law
of unity and declared Its indiaaolubility. By

_ divine autbority Adam aspoke when eof his
wifo he said : **Thin now {s bone of my bones,
and flash of my fiesh ; she shall be oalled
womsn, hecause she was taken out of man.
‘Wherefore a man shall leave father and

s mother, and shall cleave te his wife : and
they shall be t#%o In one flash.” (1) Bat like
other things on earth, marrisge suffered in
the £sll ; and little by listle polygamy and
divoroe beganto nesert themselves against the
law of matrimonial unity and {ndlsaolublility.
Yet the ideal of the marrisge Institution
never faded away. It survived, not only
smong the chesen peeple, but sven among
the natfons of heathendem, dirfigared muoh,
tix trne, but with its anoclent boauty mever
wholly deatroyed.

UNDER THE MEW DISPENSATION.

When, In the fulness of time, Ohrist came
to restore the thingathat were perishing, He
reasserted in clear and unequlvocal terms the
sanctity, nalty, and ludissolubility of mar-
tlage. Nay, mora, He gave to his state
added holiness and a dignity higher far than
it had “‘from the beginuing.” He made mar-
tinge a sacrament, made it the type of His
own never ending unlon with His one, spot-
loss sponss, the Ohurch. 8t Paul, writing
to the.  Ephoclsne, says : “Husbands, Iove
your wives, as Christ also loved ghe Church,
and delivered Himuelf ap for it, that he
might sanoctify it, oleanslng it by the ‘laver of
water In the word of lite, that He might pre-
sent it to Himaelf a glorious Church, not
having spot or wrinkle, or sny snch thing,
bat that it ahonld be holy and withent blem-
Ith, So also onght men to love their wivea ar
their own bodiex. . . . For this cause
thall & man leave his father and mother, and
shall cleave ta hiv wife, and they shall be two
- in one flaah.” (2)

An tlme goes on the wizdom of the Church
in nbaolutely forbldding divorce from the
marrlage bond grows mere and more plain
even to the many who deny to thia prohi-
bition a divine and authoritativa sano-
tion. And powhers s this morz true than
In our own country, Yet our experlence
of the evils of divorce 1y but the experisnoce
n: every people that has cherished this mon-
ater.

EBVIL CONSEQUENCERS OF DIVOROE IN ANOIENT
TIMES.

Let us take a hasty view of the conssqaen-
oea of diveroe in ancient times. 'Turn only to
psgan Greece and Rome, two peoples shat
practised divorce most extensively. In bo:n
ws fiad and divorce weakenliogtheir primitivs
virtne moking their Ilatter ourruption
more corrupt. Among the Greeks morahity
declined ay material oivilization advanced.
Divoros grew easy and commop, and parity
and puace were banlshed from ths family
oircle. Among the Romans divoroe wis not
common untll the latter daye of the Rapublic.
Then the Hood-gates of immeralfty were open.
ed, and whii divoros made essy, came rushing
In corruption of morala among both sexes and
in every walk of life. *¢ Paenton, interest, or
caprlos,” Gibbon, the historisn, tells us,
*'snggested daily motives for the dissolation
of marrisge } & word, a sign, » message,
letter, the mandata of a freedman, declarud
the separasfon ; the most tender of humsn
conueotions was degraded to a translentscoiety
of profit or pleasure,” (1) Each succecding
geaeratlon witneszed moral corruption more
general, moral degradation mere profound;
men and women were no longer ashsmed of
licentionsness ; until at length the nation that
beoame mighty because built es a pure jamily
fell when Its corner-stone crumbled a way iu
rotteneas.

DIVORCE IN THE UNITED STATES.

Heedlees of the leasons tsught by hiatory,
modern nations, too, have made trial of di-
vorce. In Eureps, whoraver the new gospel
of marriage and divores has had notable in-
fluenoce, divorce has been legalized ; and in
due proportion to the extent of that inflavnoe
caunserfordivorce bavebeen mulsiplied the bond
of marriage mors and more recklecsly broker,
aod the obligatlons of that sacred state more
and more shamelessly disregarded. In our
own conutry the divorce evil has grown more
rapidly than our strength. Mr. Carrall D
Wright, in a apecial report on the statistics
af marrloge and divorse made to Congress in
Fsbruary, 1889,places the nunmber of dtvorces
in the United States In 1867 at 9,837 and the
number in 1886 at 25 535, I'hese figures show
an iooreaws of the divoroe evil much out of
proportion to oar Inorease In population.
The knowladge that divorce can easily be
procured encourages hasty marrlages and
equally hasty separatlons., Legislators and
judges in gome Statea are encouraging Inven-
tive genins in the art of finding new ocanses for
divoree. Friquently the most trivial and
aven ridioulous pretexte are recognizsd ae suf-
fiolent for the rapture of the marrlags bond ;
and {n soma States divorce osn be obtained
“ wlthout publicity,” and even without the
knowledge of the defendant--la euch cases
generatly an innocent wife. Crime has some-
times been committad for the very purpoee of
bringing abouia divorce, and csses are not
rare In whlch plate kave been lald o blacken
the repumtation of a virtuou: spouse in order
to obtala legal freedem for now nuptiala
Sometimes, tuo, there is coliuvion between
the married parties to obtain divorce. One
of them tramps up charges ; the other dnes
not oppose the enit ; and judgment ie enter-
ed for the plaintiff. Kvery dafly newepaper
tolls us of diverces mpplied for or granted,
and the publio rense of decency is conatantly
belng shooked by thne disgusting recital of di-
vorce-court scandals.

MORMONS AND DIVORCED PEOPLE.

We are filled with rightecua indignation at
Mormoniem ; we brand it as a pational dia-
grace, and juetly demwnd its supprescian,
Why ! Beoanae, torsoeth, the Mormons are
polygemists. Do we forget that there are
tow apecles of polygamy——simnitaneons and
sugcessive ! Mermons practice without lsgal
recogoltion the first apecles ; while among us
the socond specles Is indulged in, snd with
the sanation of the law, bythonssnds in whote
nostrils Mormonism isa stench and an abomt.
pation, Tne Ohristian press and pulpls of
the Yand denonuce the Mormons as ‘‘an adul-
terous generstion,” but too often desl very
tenderly with Obrlstlan polygamists. Why?
Ta Christian polygamy lesa edlunsin the eyes
of God than Mormon polygamy ? Among uvs
'tle true, the Is looked apon as more respect-
able than the other, Yet we know that the
Mgrmone, ag a class, oars for their wives ~nd
ohildren ; while Christlan polygemists bat
too oftan leave wretched wives to mtarve,
slave, or sin, and leave mlserable children a
public charge, *‘Oh, divorosd and much-
marrled Onrlstlan,” says the pelygamous
dweller by 8als Lake, “pluck firat the beam
from thy own eye, and then shalt thou ses to
pluok the mote from the eye of thy much-
marrled; but undivorosd, Mormon brotber,”

It follows logioally from the Oatholic doo-
trine of the unity and indissolability of mar-
-rlage, and the consequent probition of diverce
from the marital bood, that no ons, even
though divorced a vinculo by the civil power,
oan be allowed hy the Ohuroh tu take another
ooneert da log th i i time of the trac wife or
husband, and suéh conneotion the Choroh oan
‘bat hold an sinfal, It is written : * Whoneever
Ahall put away his wife aid marry ovothr
‘sommithetk adultery sgalnst her. And If the

THR CATHOLIC CRURCH NEVER PERMITS RE-
MARRIAGH.

But even if dlvoros a vinculo wers not for-
biiden by divice law, how jondeguate a
remedy would it be for the evils for waloh eo
miuy deem it a psaacea. ** Divoree a win-
culo.)’ as Dr. Browsson truly says. ** Ligle-
sily 1nvolves divorce ad libitum * (6) Now,
what resson is there te rnppiso thas parties
divorced and remated witl bs happlor in tha
oew gopnection than in theold? Aw a malter
of fact, many pertons hava been diverced @
oaméer of times. Simetimes, too, it happens
thas, after a porind of srparatica, divorsed
parties repent of their folly, reunite, and are
again divorced. Indeed, experience clearly
proves that nphapplueas among marrted peo-
pls frequently doea not arire vo much from
‘‘matual incompatibility” au fram canves in-
herent in one or both of the part es—causts
that wonld be likely b2 muke & new union ux
wretched us the old ooe. There ts wisdem
Io the pithy eayiog of a recent wriier:
* Much ill comsee, noi becsuio men and
women ave married, but beosuse they are
foole.” (7).

HAPFINESS NOT LIKPLY IN 4
RIAGE,

There ars scme who shink that the sbeolots
prehibition of divorce does nat contribute to
the purity of society, and are therefors of
oploion that divorce with llberty to remarey
does good In this regard. He who oclieves
the matrimonial bond fondiesclabie, divorse a
vinculo evil, and the oconnectlon rumulting
from {t oriminal, can oply say : ¢ Evil sbould
not ba done that good may oome,” Bat afcer
ull, would even parsing good come from thin
greater freedom? In s few exceptional cunes
—J¥es ; in the vast msjority of cases—XNo,
The trying of divorce ar a eafe-gnard of parity
is an old experiment, and aa uasucceesful
ooe. In Rome adulterles increased an divorcss
were muoltiplied. After speaking of tho fsol.
lity aud frequency of divorce among the Ro-
mane, Gibbon adda :

‘A speolous theory [s confated by this fre-
quent snd perfeck experiment, which demon-
strates that the liberty of divorce does not cen
tributeto kappiness and virtae, The facility of
eoparation would destroy all matusal caafi-
d¢nce, and luflame every triliog dispute. The
minute d:ff:renocs between a hushand anda
straoger. which might so essily be removed,
might sttll more eaniiy bs forgotten.' (8.)

How apropos in this conneotion ate the
words of Protessor Woolesy :

*‘Nothiog I« mors startling than ta pass
from the firet part of the eigbtsenth to this
Iatter parc of the ninetevnth ocentury, acd to
vbaerve how law bas ch-nged snd opioton
hag altered in regard to marriage, the great
{oundstion of soclaty, and to divorce ; and
bow, almost pari passn, varions offcnoes
aguinst chasthty, snca as concubinnge, pros-
ticndown, illegitinats birtbs, avortlop, dlsln-
clination to family ilfs, have locreared alsc
—not, indeed, at the same pace everywhere,
or all of them ¢qually io all countrles, yet have
dectdedly inoreased on the whole,” {9.)

Suarely in few parte of she wida world e
the truth of these atrong worde more evident
thao in those paris of our oan cuuntry where
looss divorce laws have long prevailed.

It ehoald be moted that, while nevor al-
lowing the dissolution of the marriage bond,
the Catholto Church has slwsys permittod,
for grave csuses und under ocertatn condi-
ticnk, a temporary or psrmanent ‘‘separation
from hed and bomed.” The ocaunaes which,
positis ponendis, justify auch eeparation may
bobricfly xiven tnar—mutnsl oonsent, adul-
sory, aad grave peril of sou or body,

JURIES AGAINST DIVORAB.

It may be sald tbat there are persopbs go
anbappily mated and so constituted that for
them na rolisf can ccme auve from diveros
a winculo, with psrmistion to remarry, I
shall not linger here to point out to snch the
n-ed of secking from a higher than earthly
power the gruoe to suffer and be strong. Bat
for those whoee ressoniog on the sahjsct e of
tae earth, earthly, I :hall add some words
of practical worlaly wisdom from eminent
jurists, In a note to his edition of Biack-
stone’s ' Commentaries,” Mr. John Taylor
Coleridgo sayn:

©Is ts no lest truly than beautifally said
by Sir W. Scott, in the oase of Kvans versus
Evaune, that though ¢in partloulur cases the
repugnance of the law to dissolve the obliga-
tion of matrimonial cohabitation may operate
with great severity upon indlvidaals, yet it
muat hs carefully remembered that the gans.
ral happloess of the marcied life la vevared
by fie Indisaglubility.” Wuso people uader-
atand that they must live vogetnar, exceps for
a few reasons known to the Jaw, they learn
to soften by mntusl accommodativn that yeke
which they know they cannot shake off ; they
become good husbunda and good wives from
the necessity of remainipg husoands and
wives ; for naoeeelty is a pewerful master In
teaching the dutles whiok it imposes.

‘“ How oan divoroe retorm be beat seonred
it may be asked. Bolleviog, as I do, that
divorce ia evil, I also believe that fts ** ra-

oo3, [t shou!d cesss to bo, Divorce, as we
koow it, hegan when marrfage was removed
trom the domaln of the Oharch ; divorce aball
vensp when the old erder shall be restured.
Wil this ever come %o pass? Perhaps so—
after meany dsys. Meanwhile, romething
wight be doue, somethlng should be done, to
ivaser the evils ol divorce. Oar present di.
vosce legislatlon must ba presumsd te be
suoh s the msjority of the peeple wlish it.
A first atep, thorefore, in the way of “‘divorce
relorsi’ should be the creation of & more
healthy poblio sentiment on this question.
Tuen will follow measures that will do yoed
in proportion to thelr atringency. A few
praciecai puggeatiocs ne to the wallent fea.
tures ol remediz] diverce leglelation may not
be out of place, Persons coeklng wt the hands
of the ctwil law reltef fn matrlmonial troubles
shouid have the right to ask for divorcea
vincuio, or straple separation a mensa et thoro,
a8 they may elect.

The Terrible Narratives in Court of
Apostates of the Faith,

‘ihe Eandowment House and Its Bleodcurd-
jItag Gath-Assassination Taaght and
Mude Part of the Mermon
Religlen:

Sar? Laxe Citr, November 15.—On Feb.
rurry 10 nexu there will be a municipal election
in this city., It will be the firat real conteat be-
twesp Mormons and Gentiles for supremacy in
the city that hes ever been witnessed hero.
Lasy Ferday a Mormon named John Moore
made spplication for admission to citizenship.
He swore hea waa a Moimon, and had beun
through the Ecdowment house. Objasction waa
made to his admission oun the ground that pat-
ties going through that houss were compellea to
take an oath which was incompatible with their
becoming good law-abiding oitizens of the Unit-
ed Statea. After arguments the court svated
that he would grant a contiouance un‘il yester-
day to hear evidence on thad paint. Thie posi-
tion taken by the objectora created great rxcite-
ment among all olasses of people hrre, and when
John Moore’s case came up for conmderation
the ¢ uct roomn was crowded with spectators.

Ex Senstor Furry, of Michigan, was ap in-
torested listenrr, snd subsequently expressed
his surprice at the fearful expose made by the
witnesses, who were principally apostate Mor-
mons. The characteristio feature of zll the
tesdimeny wak the surneat and emphatic manner
in which it was givep. The men were all gray-
baired, and cruld have had n» object in testi-
fying to anything bud the truth, John Bond
vold how he wenuthrough the Endowment house
in January, 1868, and took certain oaths. Ia
Room 5 he took an ubligation to obey the priest
hood in everything temporal, spiritual, political,
sacial, and fioancial.

A TEBRIBLR OATH.

‘Witoeaa teetifiad thatthe panalby for violating
the oaths or divalge them was death by cutting
the throat from esr to ear and cutting out the
heart and tongue and disembowlmens. Iun the
Buadowment houss he solemnly awore bhab he
woutd av.nge the blood of Joseph Smish, the
first Cresident and prophet of the Mormon
church of the American nation, and that he
would preach the same to bis children and his
childien s children ; that ha would thenceforth
snd forever begiu and carry ount hostilities
pxainst this nation and keep the same s
profound secret. Fifty men and women went
bhryugh the marriage cezemonyon the same day
thi:t Boad did. :

Martin D. Waddell, tho next witness, ab ona
time was superintendent of the church carpen-
tering work. He joined the ohurch ap Pitta.
burg, Penn., in 1847. He came to Utah fifteen
years later, and i 1863 went througa the En-
dowment house, where all thesecret rites of the
church ars performed. He went through sgain
» year after, and on both oocasions tock an cath
to aveoge vhe deaths of the prophets Joseph and
and Hyrum Smith on the people of this nation,
from the President down to the last man in the
oouatry. In another rrom he took an oath nob
to divulge the penalty of dissmbowlment. “In
thad way,” witnesa =aid, *‘ they bad the lock
onue.” The witnees refused to tuke the oath
%o obry this priesthood in all thinga.

Asked as to whather he aver saw the pepalty
inflicted for violating the oath, he swore that he
eaw o man named Green, who had apostasized,
have hia throat cutb. from ear to ear. He gave
full details of the c¥ime and the names of soms
‘of the men who partic pated in that murder and
who are still living: When witness and others
reinongtrated they were told they. would be
served the same way: if they. dida’t keep quiet.

He further took an oath to obey
the prieathood 1o sll things spiritusl and tem-
voral, even to the building of a house, There
werrs three organized bands of church murderera
in those days called Daniter, Blood Atoners
aod Avenging Angels. ‘They bhad the work ap
poriioned to them by Brigham Young, who was
conaidered God on earth,

Quite a scnmaticn was caused when Charles
Gilmore was called to the stand, He asked to
by excueed from testifying on the ground thatjit
he divalged the Endowment houre oaths hia
life would stand forfeited to the church, and
while ha cared not for himeelf, be did care for
his wife and family. The court thought the
Government was abundantly able $o protect
him, and he waa requnired to teatify. Ho related
bow hs had been bathed and anuointed on going
through the Endowment house deacribed the
peculiar garments which Mormons were com.
pelled to pns on there, told how an old cavalry
sabre was exhibited under a peculiae light 8o na
to maka a ghastly sight whea the onth was
taken, and described the vaths and penalties in
detail,

One of the Mormon attorneys in this case was
then called, and said he had been through the
Euodowment house two years sgo, but refused
to tell the court all the oaths %e had taken
there. The c.urt adjovroed till to-day, when
other witnesaes wers examined corrokorating the
testimony given above

WHAT BRAZIL'S MINISTER THINKS OF IT,

WasHINGTON, November 15.—T.ae Brazlian
mipister aaid thia evening thst he had received
no infurmation from his Gouvernwenbd with re-
gard to the reported revolution in Brazil, bus
bo bad recrived from a third party intelligence
of the snne purpurt ae that contained in the
cable o Flint & Co., of New York., The minis-
ter snid that eince he had lefs Brazil in July
last he bod heard convidacable about the greas
strength of the Republioan party in Brszil, but
in his opinion ite strength was grestly overrsted
in this country. At the last election, which
was perfeotly free aud open, only a few Re-
publicans were raturned; While it was possi-
ble thab great changes had taken place in
affaira in Brazil in the last three months, he
¢id not think it probable that the eituation had
taken the turn indicated by the cabies. There
might, he thourht, bave besn some ministerial
trouble which bhad given rise to the reports of
the revolntion.

Dom Pedre Deposed.

New Yorg, November 18.—The Emperor
Dum Pedro, after baviog been formally appris-
ed of his desposition by the membera of the
new Goverament, was ordered to leave the
territory of tha republic within twenty-foor
hours. He has rccordingly railed with the
members of his family to Litbon. Until the
moment of his departure from the conntry over
which he reigned for filty-¢ight yenrs, he wus
detained a prisoner in bis palace. Tue Govern-
nient of the republic anpounces ita intention of
making him pn ullowapce or prosino during the
remainder of his daye. Of courss the He, ublio
of the United Statea wil be prompt to recng-
nize tha republicof Brazil. A curiovs fact is that
the United States Senate will roon be callod
upon to consider a treaty in which the zuvern-
ment pppenrs in & triportite partacrship desigo-
ed to ret upa king in Samoa who is nut wanted
by his own peop’s,

The political consequence, are nob likely to
be important, however, eiaco the goveroment of
the countty wae mlready & republic io every-
thing but uge name, As Brszilian securities
have fallen only 3 per cent. in London, the com-
mercial consequences are evidently nuby con-
sidered eerious.

With the resignation of the Ministry the last
prop fell from under Dom Pedro's thrune, and
the Hunpireis now a thiog of the past. The go-
ing over in a body of the Coneervative faction
in the House to the Republican made 12 a pos-
sibility and a certainty, Throughouv the coun-
try the greatest excitement prevails, and the
news apread with inconceivable rapidity. From
all sides comes words of enovuragrment and ap-
proval, and the epirit of republicanism bhas per-
meated Brazil in its entirety. The provinces
are a unit in tupport of the incoming dovern-
ment, and, in view of the facs that the military
forced of the Iand are in line with the revolu-
tiomists, iv can only be a movemen of pesce,
The ex-Minlstry bins given up all hope of a turn
being made in favor of a re-eatablishment of
the Empire, snd they admit thas the prospects
point to an establishmens in Rio de Janeiro of &
Republican form of Geverment.

The coffee growr.rs and exporters are unanim-
ous in their oppotition to the old Governments,
and a8 a resull have raised the price of green
coffee,
