we hive re¢ently seen in Balford, which
leads to shedding of human blood, I say
il there is one vice that leads directly to
thesp cyila and to the ruin of countless
fandilies, not only to the ruin of their
esrthly- ptospects, but slso to the loss of
their ‘souls, it is drink. And 1 must,
with sll the solemnity that I can pos-
sibly command, warn you against this
evil. You women, you married women,
may ¥now what it is to have a drunken
husband. You are deserving ot the sym-
pathy of the tenderest care and epcour
sgement. Bat, alas, the drinking is not
all on the men's side. There are other
thinge, other creatnres -than a drunken
mayn. ‘[nere are, alas, drunken women
and dranken wives and mothers. QF all
hopeless thiuge peruaps & druoken
woman, when the evil has got firm hold
of her, ie the moat seldom cured. What-
ever earningy their buehauds put in
their hands it is juat like R man pouring
water into ariddle. And the husband
may raske a8 good wages as he likes. be
may make as much overtime as he likes,
but if his wife is & Jrunken woman, not
only will the cluthes go to the pawn, but
bhe will tind himeell iu debt 10 nlmost
«very shop in the neighbourhood, until
he is ashamed and haogs down his head
with shame. The supshine bas gone out
of that man's life, and ehe who ought to
be bis support, and hies comfort, and his
helpmate, in the source of all his miser-
ies. And the children whom she ought
to see at the scaoul nicely and tidily
dressed and clean—where are they? I
will tell yo1 where they will be scon.
At best they will be in a reformatory
snd later they will be in prisop, sil
through the neglect of their mother and
her giving way to drink. I beg you, as
-you value the time of this life, as you
hope {0 save your souls, as you hcpe to
escape hell—you know the definite de-
.¢laration of divine authority :

T say ount of love for God and for your
own soul be on your guard, women espe-
cially, against drink. When 2 woman
has become a thorough drunkard, and
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them sainta. i‘f:“?iau-vei-yz'elik_ely that they
‘will:do as other young:-women do, and
.go todances in pleceswheéte their virtue
cannot remain -untouched. Gradually,
and even rapidly, that virtue—the Cath-
olic virtues of modesty and purity, that
which exalts them and makes it the
honor of their lives to become children
of Mary, the mocst pure Virgin—that
virtue which Js the treasuse of their
lives, which is the chief ornament of
every woman, becomes undermined.
That virtue cannct be preserved if you
gointo these dancing rooms. Let, there-
fore, Lhe confraternities and atsociations
of which you may become membersaatls:
ty you in this way. One word more, I
am afraid that sometimes the parents
who have children of a achool age do not
co operate with their clergy as_they
should for the sake of the education of
the children. ‘I am safraid that the
parents are sometimes careless'abcut the
educstion of their children, sometimes
sending them to Board schools—ihat is
Proteatant achools—where their faith ia
in immediate danger, and sometlimes
when they send them to the Catholic
schools, they send them mont irregularly
and most impunctually. They have all
sorts of excuses for keeping one or more
of their children at home—tibere is the
baby to nurse, there fs the husband’s
dinner, there is the washing day. It used
to be on Mondays, but now it has got to
be every day in the week including
Seturdays. The consequence is that the
parents, not sufliciently alive to, not
feeling sufticiently the excellence of edu
cation and their dutv to the teacbers of
giving them every chance of getting
their children through a good examina-
tion and giviog them a good education,
keep them at home for all sorts of
triffes. I suppose that your pistor
would tell me that year after year
owing to parents keeping their cbildren
at home at odd times, he loses,
dare say, not less than £130 or £140
a year [rom the Governmont 1In the
grant.

It makes the schoola of
my diocese loae £16,000 a year, And if
that monev could be saved, as it would
he by the children being sent regulurly,
there would be comparmtively little dif-
ficulty in maintaining our schools, in
paying the debt of them, or in multi-
plying and increasing their number.
You see, therefore, how great & loss &
little want of macritice on the part of a
few faniilies intlicts npon the whole dio
cese. And now. after having said this.
though other things remnin, let me urge

npon.you to t . 'y
for myeelf dife is passing away and that
the question and auswer that are first in
the catechism ouglit to present itselfto
us. 'Why did God make you ? To know
Him, to love lim, and to serve Him'in
this world and to be happy with Him for
ever in the next.’ Lot us ask ounraelves
are we thus loving and serving God with
our whole hearts; are our lives at this
resent time such as 1o give us good
ope that we shall be with. God for ever
in the next. In cther words let us re:
solve as the grace of this visitation to-
day, that we will begin to lead such a
life of earnest Catholic piety, faith, love,
loyalty and generosily to the Church, as
we should wish when we come to die.
And from this {ime begin such a life,
going frequently to the Sacraments, at
tending Holy Mass and Benediction on
the week days and Sundays. Our
Lord in the Sacrament, of His love
waits here night and day to bless us,
and on the Sunday nights, and some-
times on week nights, Our Lord is ex-
pcsed over the tabernscle to recelve
our homage snd to show His love
for us.

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In & pumber of+ American Catholic
jonrnals there is quite an interest being
manifested in the discussion regarding
the advisability of a young man assum-
ing the respoosibility of a housebold
upon an income of ten doilars a week.

One of thesejonrnals, in commenting
upon the subject, says the majority of
young men to-day, brought np in com-
fortable surroundinga smid the com-
parative luxury to which people of very
moderate means have become habitu-
ated, find ten dollars & week quite little
enough to defray the expense of clothing
themselves and the meeting of other in-
cidental demands upon their pocket-
book for ordinary personal wants. Ten
dollrs is barely enough to keep them
going in single blessedness. With their
ideas and the ideas pervading she circle
of society in which they move, and Lhose
particularly prevalent among the femi-
nine contingent thereof, it can be said
with positive certainty that ten dollars
8 week will not sufice for the house
keeping expenses of any young couple
of their set, unless they are both able
and willing to torego the manner of liv-
ing to which they have been accustum-
ed before marriage,

It may also be put down as & demon-
strated fact that not one couple out of &
million belonging to this class—if we
may so speak—are either capable of
such a sacrifice as this involves or will-
ing to undertake it. Therefore it may
be assumed that for all practical pur-
prses an inccme of this aize is wholly
Inadequate for the purpcse, among
young persons nf the average social con:
dition, eapecially in cities.

Sometimes the agaertion is made that
two can live as cheaply as ome. It is
represented that the uaval expenditure
incurred by the single young man for
unnecessary gratifications, can be ap
plied to the maintennnce of a wife with
pertect succesa. But Lbhisis a [allacy,
so palpable on the face of it, that no one
is pny longer deceived by it. unless he
deliberately makes up his mind Lo shut
his eyes tothetruth. One person might
readily lavish on himself as much as
would keep two or half a dozen, under a
more careful and ecenpmical system,
bul when the :um spent is 80 small as Lo
barely supply what, in the individual
case, aro the simple decencies of life, it
cannot by any economic legerdemain be
made ample sufficient for the normal
requirements of two.

chapel of the institution, which was
tastefully decorated with flowers,
Vicar-General Kelly was the celebrant,
the service being attended by thesisters

DESCRIPTION OF THE NEW BUILDING.

The new convent building for the
Sisters of the Congregation de Notre
Dame, Johnaton street, just completed,
is a bandsome atone structure and quite
an addition to the architectural orna-
ments of thecity. It is built of rock-
faced limestone, with fine-cut atone
trimmings, and has & {rontage on
Johnston atreet of 60 feet by about
50 feet in depth, with a two-storey
extension in the rear. Being old
atorey lower than the one bullding,
a tower was placed at the junction
of the two buildings, the tower baving a
roof of ornamental metal work sur
mounted by an jron cresting and « flag
pole. The main entrance from Johnston
atreet iy through the lower storey of the
tower, the entrance being adorned with
a hood portico in the Tuscan order, the
upper portion of tower containing &
piche in cut stone work., The front and
end portions of roof are relieved by stone
pediments, each surmounted by a fine
cut stone coping and cross the gift of the
late Archbishop. The main éntrance
doors ars of Britisb Columbia cedar and
open into a -vestibule with parquetry

cbapel is entered through a handsome
circular-headed doorway, enriched with
pilasters and entablature in ornamental
wood work.

A PRETTY CHAPEL.

The chapel is 43 x 19 feet, with a ceiling
of paneled wood work decorated in
white and gold; a aemi-circular recess
for the altar is cobstructed at one end,
behind which is & smasll vestry contain-
ing a vestment cabinet and a wash
basin. The other portions of ground
floor are taken up with the boardera’ and
Sisters’ dining rooma, corridor and atall
hall, at the rear of which is an entrance
for the pupils ; the kitchen and Iaundry
are in the extension and are Bited up
with the necessary conveniences for do-
mestic work. On the secona storey are
located class rooms, community room,
infirmary, bath and bed rooms and spaci-
ous linen closets, ete. On thetop flooris a
handsome music hall, 47 x 40 feet, with
an elliptical groined ceiling in plaster
14 feet high; this room will be used
ordinarily for & musical studio and at
other times as an auditorium for school
entertainments; it is well lighted, heat-
ed and ventilated,

‘The floors throughout the building
are double, with a layer of deafening
material between the {wo loorings; the
finish floor is of maple, in two shades of

.color, polished in the natural wood with

a special wax varnish, which gives a
beautiful effect. The main atairs, situ-.
ated at the rear of main hall, are massive

and elegant in appearance, the treads

are in red oak and thenewels and balua-
trade in dark birch. A wainscoting 3
feet high ol ash is carried up around the
stairs to top floor and is also placed to
walls of main halls. Most of the wood
finish, auch as base, door trim, etc,, is
in ash, natural finish.

MODERN IMPROVEMENTS,

Tle building is beated by hot water, &
pair of twin * Dalsy’ boilers being used
to penerate heat, and the superior
‘Satford’ radiators, of the latest design,
are placed in the different rooms; a
liberal percentage of radiator surface
was sllowed and the building is heated
most thoroughly. The plumbing was
pot neglected and the nouse is com-
plete with niodern conveniences, such
as baths, closets, basins, etc., all ftted
up on the best sanitary principles ; hot
‘and cold water is supplied to fixtures on
every floor throughout the building. Gas
