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Assent to the Supply Bis referred to in paragraph (5) of the Special Order
made Monday, June 26, 1967, and to any other measures, and that the House
shall stand adjourned until Monday, September 25, 1967, at 2.30 o'clock p.m.;
provided always that if it appears to the satisfaction of Mr. Speaker, after
consultation wîth Her Majesty's Government, that the public interest requires
that the House should meet at an earlier time during the adjournment, Mr.
Speaker may give notice that he is so satisfied, and thereupon the House shall
meet at the time stated in such notice, and shall transact its business as if it
had been duly adjourned to that time; and

That, in the event of Mr. Speaker being unable to act owing to illness or
other cause, the Deputy Speakershall act in his stead for the purpose of this
order.
