highly irresponsible on the part of members
of the C.C.F. and Social Credit parties and the
government, who support them in this move,
to seek to cut short the work of parliament
before a proper normal session has been
allowed to corne ta its usual ending. We of
this party wish to mnake it clear once and for
ail that we believe the work of parliament
must be carried out and completed in an
orderly fashion and that legisiation of public
importance should be attended to by mem-
bers of the house even if it is necessary for
them ta curtail their awn halidays in order
ta do sa. That is the purpase of the amend-
ment which has been moved and which I
support.
