Mr. McCleave: Mr. Speaker, I rise on a
point of order which I believe affects all
members of the House. We have had two
cases in a row where there has been a reser-
vation of public documentation because
people have felt they could make submissions
without having their submissions presented to
the House. I think that is wrong because the
result of the agreement reached between the
private individual who presents a brief or the
like and somebody outside the House is that
members are debarred from seeing the
document.

Mr. Speaker: With respect, I suggest to the
hon. member that this is hardly a point of
order. I think this would be the very point
which would be debated if the minister, for
good or other reasons, refused to table the
documents. The member who put the motion,
in this case the hon. member for Winnipeg
North, then has the option to ask that the
motion be transferred for debate.

Mr. McCleave: Surely this is a question of
privilege affecting all members of the House.

Mr. Orlikow: Mr. Speaker, I do not, of
course, accept the argument which has been
put forward by the government. I have
expressed my opinion before that there is too
much secrecy. I ask that this motion be trans-
ferred for debate.

Mr. Speaker: Transferred for debate. Shall
the remaining Notices of Motions stand?
