COMPLETION OF LONG QUESTIONNAIRE BY PERSONS IN
OLD PEOPLE'S HOMES

Hon. J. A. MacLean (Malpeque): I should like to
address a question to the Minister of Industry, Trade and

Commerce. Are the census authorities still insisting that
persons in old people's homes and occupants of other
institutions of that sort complete the long census forms
and send them in, or is the short form being accepted in
lieu thereof in those situations?

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Industry, Trade and
Commerce): I do not know how the census could be valid
unless the proper procedure is followed. The sample
method can only produce good results if it is properly
implemented. It would make it impossible for proper
statistics to be compiled if people were to exchange long
and short census forms or if people refused to answer the
long questionnaire but agreed to answer the short one. I
do not think the system would work if this were done.

REPORTED REFUSAL OF WINNIPEG ENUMERATORS TO
SEND IN FORMS BECAUSE OF INADEQUATE PAY

Mr. A. D. Hales (Wellington): I have a supplementary
question, Mr. Speaker. In view of the eleven o'clock
CBC broadcast this morning on which we were told that
Winnipeg census enumerators have refused to turn in the
census forms because they feel that the pay they are
receiving is inadequate, what steps does the minister
propose to take?

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Industries, Trade and
Commerce): I was in the House at eleven o'clock so I
could not listen to the news program. I will have the in-
formation checked. If it happens to be true, I will express
the greatest resentment because these people were quite
well acquainted, before accepting the work, with the
salary which they would receive. Their action would be
most unwelcome in view of the importance of the docu-
ments that they are now holding in their hands, if this
news item is true.

PROPOSAL BY SOVIET UNION TO BAN ARMS ON THE MOON

I am sure
that through our representative in New York, Ambassa-
dor Beaulne, and our representative in Geneva, Ambas-
sador IgnatiefT, Canada will again participate actively in
reaching agreement on such a subject if indeed it bas
been brought forward.
