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travel in Canada, and in particular the recent evidence
that a number of Canadian students wifl be deprived of
the opportunity of fulfilling their air charter travel as
previously organized under the old affinity rules, can the
minister advise the House if he is actively conferring with
officiais of the Canadian Transport Commission with a
view to drawing up a set of workable regulations concern-
ing air charter service in this country because there has
been a f ailure of the ABC's, and in particular is any
consideration being given to accommodating these
Canadian students affected by the ABC's?

Hon. Jean Marchand (Minister of Transport): Mr.
Speaker, I think the House knows that the Air Transport
Committee of the CTC was formed in order to protect the
ABC's against outside influence. I think this committee
must make its own decisions. However, I amn ready to
check into the case referred to by the hon. meinber and
wiIl try to help everybody.

Mr. Mazankowski: Mr. Speaker, in view of the fact that
the minister did state in the House that he would he
prepared to examine these regulations personally after
they were implemented for some time, and improve upon
them or recommend improvements to the ABC's, will the
minister now take that course of action and confer with
officiais of the CTC with a view to up-grading these
regulations into a set of working rules?

Mr. Marchand (Langelier): Mr. Speaker, in many cases
1 have drawn the attention of the CTC to certain effects
and shortcomings of the regulations, and I hope every-
thing will be taken care of.
