PETITIONS

AGRICULTURE

Mr. Joseph Volpe (Eglinton-Lawrence): Madam
Speaker, it is my privilege, pursuant to Standing Order
36, to present a petition on behalf of many Canadians
from southwestern Ontario, from towns such as Thames-
ville, Alvinston, Croton, Wallaceburg, Kippen, Londes-
borough and so on.

They want to join with the House of Commons
Standing Committee on Agriculture, which unanimously
passed a motion on August 29, 1991 calling on the
Govemment of Canada to provide this summer, this
year, a third line of defence for cash assistance on an
emergency basis so as to provide the same net level of
support that would have been provided under the Gross
Revenue Insurance Program and Net Income Stabiliza-
tion Account had they been in place for the 1991 crop
year.

This being one of the worst years for the agricultural
communities both in terms of crop and in terms of cash
flow, the petitioners call on the House of Commons and
Parliament to encourage this government to provide
such assistance as proposed by the House of Commons
Standing Committee on Agriculture last August 29.
