It concerns his colleague, the Minister of Employment
and Immigration who yesterday, when asked about bis
plan to force women to put up with sexual harassment on
the job by effectively takmng away the possibility of UIC,
said that these people have to pay their way. He stated:
"These people want to spend the winter in Florida."

Did the Deputy Prime Minister agree with the Minis-
ter of Employmnent and Immigration when he said that,
and if not, what action will the Deputy Prime Minister
take against the Minister of Employment and Immigra-
tion?
