
15G Each pupil is required to be present at each in­
spection and examination of his school or department, 
or to present a satisfactory excuse for absence.

157 Each pupil shall have a particular desk, and 
shall keep the same and the floor beneath it in a neat 
and orderly condition.

158 Pupils of one district shall not attend the school 
of another district without the special permission of the 
school board.

159 When the school board establishes more than 
one department or school in a district, all the pupils 
shall be classified according to their attainments and 
shall attend such department therein as they shall be 
found qualified for, as determined by proper examina­
tion.
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160 Pupils shall be responsible to the teacher for 
their conduct on the school premises and also when 
going to, or returning from school, unless they 
accompanied by their parents or guardians.

161 Any school property or furniture injured or de­
stroyed by a pupil must be made good forthwith by the 
parent or guardian.

162 When the ordinary discipline of the school fails 
to secure becoming conduct in a pupil, the teacher shall 
notify the parents of the fact. If no improvement takes
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
