he Annual Reports of our sister church-
€8, taken all in all have been most encou-
raging. The Scottish Churches,~—three of
them,—are cow engaged in energetic ope-
rations ¢n or near the thores of Lake Nyus-
88, in Central Africa. The Church of Eng-
land Missionary Suciety and tbe London
Society are aleo enga%ed in other portions
of ‘the same reg on. If present prosyects
can be realized, it will not be many years
until a bright light shall ehine in Living-
stonia, and the region round about, even
the light of the glorious Gospel, proving &
blessing 10 the whole African continent.
Hitherto the operations of the different re-
ligivus bodies bave L.en carried on in per-
fect harmony, as should ever be the case.

South Africa is now all British territory,
and we rejoice to hear that thronghout
Caffraris and Natal, and in the Trausvaal
regions, the Gospel is making most remark-
able progress.

Nearly all the Presbyterian Churches
now take part in the effurt to evangelize
India. The work is stupendous, and sali
the efforts of .all the Christians are more
than needed ; but it is none the less grati-
fémg to know that the army of the Great
King 18 increasing, and that in the main
the action of all its component parts is har-
monicus. In Calcuua, for example, the
Free Church has a College towards the sup-

port of which the Wesleyans and the
Church of England contribute £300 a year.
The Missions of the Irish Church, of the
Church of Scotland, and of the United
Presbyterian Church have all had a pros-
gerous year, and all report converrions,
aptisms, additions to the Mission etaff, and
valuable additions to the Communion roll.

In Siawm, the king and the nobles giner-
ally manifest unusual good will towards the
Missionaries of the Presbyterian Church,
—making handsome dousations, and other-
wise assisting them.

In China, a Conference of over one hun-
dred Micsionaries haa been held to concert
measures for the public good. The work
ot evangelization was never more hopeiul
than it is now in the vast Empire of China.

Successful and very hopeful efforts are
being put forth by the London Missionary
Society to open New Guiuea to the light of
the Gospel. The island is large, pictur-
esque, fertile, populous; but the country
near the coast s flat, bot, and unheslthy ;
and the Missionaries can scarcely be said
to have reached the healthy bighlande in
the interior. It is a noble feature of Mis-
s onary enterprise, that there is rarely such
a thing as turning back. It is on and on,
in the face of obstacles however serious,
until the battle is won atlast. It wae so in
Indie and China, in T«hiti and Erromanga,
and it is 80 to-d y in New Guinea. Despite
of disease and death, the Missiopary pretses
his way, tells the story of redeeming love,
snd lifts the people from the depths of bar-
baric degradation. We rejoice to hear that
Madagascar is continwisg in the faith,
though there are still large sections of the
island under the power of heathenism.

Some mwonths ago the Presbyteriau Mis-
sionaries and converts in Groomiah, Persia,
suffered severe persecution from the Patri-
arch of the districr, a persecation carried
on in thz name of the Archhishop of Can-
terbury! The attention of the Archbichop
of Canterbury was called to the matter,
and to the use made of his name, by the
Evangelical Alliance. His Grace promptly
repudiated all responsibility for the perse-
cution, and all conuvection with it, and
wrote to the Armenian Patriarch reprobat-
ing the course he was pursuing. This has
had the desired effect, and the converts and
