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Mr. WARD. Is this vote of $95,000 ever
and abeve any fees received ?

Sir FREDERICK BORDEN. We get the
tees back and that reduces the cost very
conslderably.

Mr. J. D. REID. Witb reference to this
case nt Halifax wblch the minister sald was
an impossible eue, 1 have heard other men ln
charge of different companies out at drill
complain about the food served at the camps.
They are afraid, however, to kick, because
these geods were supplied l)y frleuds of the
geverument and they would get Inte -trouble
tilemselves. 1 -have heard those sterles and
believe them to be true. Iu a case like that at
Haiif ax, although the minister states .that
the paper whlcb published it Is ne£ rellable,
I thinfi that he or some of bis officeoes would
net bave been. doing any too mach If they
had at once writteu te the man-lu charge of
the regiment and found out what truth
there was lu the statement, If any. The
minister andi bis deputy did net do their
duty when they paid no attention te that. A
matter of that kind affectlng ail these men le
a very serious matter. We shall net have
time this session to find out the trutb lu the
]Public Acceunts but we wiIl next session.
But outslde of that case altogether, there are
other cases ; and 1 arn perfectly satlsfied
that the minister would, If be would state
what be knows te be trae, tell us that he
bas liati complaints et the foodi fumulsbed
the men lu the camps at differeut places.

Mr. SAM. HUGHES. If auy of ithese
cemplaints are justifiable and If T were lu
the mlnister's place, the bead v7oul go off
every officer lu the force who had anythiug
te do wlth inspectlug the rations.. Perhaps
the hon. member dees net knew the routine.
I have seen wbere quarterniasters would
stand lu with the supply officers ; but in ad-
dition te the quartermasters, there is the
field ' officer of the daY, who bas the rank et
colonel or major, who bas te inspect the
rations every momning. Then fer every re-
giment there ls a regimentul officer, andi for
every company, a company officer, so that
the foodi bas te, go througli a series of In-
spections. Besides there is the field medical
officer andi alse the regimeutal medical efli-
cer. Unless the officers are absoiutely
creeketi or stupiti, it Is impossible that stuff
net fit to eat coulti reach the men. If the
bon. member bati ever been lu camp, he
wouid know that the soidiers weuld kick ln
a second If tbey did net get gooti rations.
That ls the reasen why, when 1 read this
thiug about Halifax, 1 tbougbt the efficers
andi men muet be Insffbe te pass sucb ra.-
tiens, or else they titi net kno-w the quality'
of the goods. The medical officer sheald
detect anytbing of that kind In a moment
I was geing te speak ef the Royal Militarl
Cellege. 1 give the minuster notice that at
another sittIug 1Iinteud te, discuse the com-
mandant of that college and the systeni of

discipline pursued there, what they used te
term the commission of lnquiry jute conduct,
but what I cali the sweat-box system. It la
ne way to train young men to be manly and
straightforward.'So far as 1 arn eoncerned,
my vote will go against any man whO
maintains sucli a system and against thie
votiug of any money te malurtain IL

Mr. WARD. In followlng what the hon.
member for Vctorla and Haliburton (Mr.
Samn. Hughes) bas sald, I wish te relleve
the mInd of my hon. friend from Grenville
(Mr. J. D. Reid). What this commlttee bas
heen told 15 exactly right--the -men will flot
stand bad rations. 1 have had a great deal
of experience lu camp in the last forty
years, both under this administration and
under former administrations. As a ruie,
the rations were geed. I can recail one In-
stance several years ago when sour bread
was furnlshed.

Mr. SAM. HUGHES. Iu 1872.

Mr. WARD. Yes, under Conservative ad-
ministration. The men bad no fear of the
contractor. They formed a flue of tbree
or four hundred feet long, and the bakers'
apprentices wbe brougbt the bread had to
rua the gauntiet, the men pelting tben
with the bread. The next day the bresadt
supplled was sweet. The food goes through
a series of Inspection, and there la very
littleý danger that the men do flot receive
ivhat ls being paid for and what they are
entltled to get.

Mr. J. D. REID. Where is that?
Sir F.REDEIR11JK BORDEN. At Quebec.

Mr. SAM. HUGHE~S. Why tihe Increase?

Sir FREDERICK BORDEN. That l
not really au Increase. In other years
there bas been a vote lu the supplementary
estimates, but this year there will be noue.

Mr. SAM.ý HUGHES. I ougbt to kuew,
but 1 f ear 1 do not. ls It the Intention te
continue the manufacture of the cartridge
303 as made to-day, or to adept a modern
cartrldge, the sharppointed bullet? The
United States have ad'opted this form,
and the British geverument ççil probethly
adopt it, too, before the end of the century.
The Canadian goverument should be ln
hune and adopt the uew poiuted ballet. It
bas mach greater Initial veieclty, lower
trajectory and Jess wlndege. It la capable
of mauch greater accuracy In ffing.

Sir FREDERICK BORDEN. 1 have not
lest sigbt of the subjeet. .We have the re-
port of an officer 'who ha. been ln England
and Investigated the matter.

Mr. SAM. HUGHES. Did he make ln-
quiry as te wbat bas been dene lu England
by prIvate parties? Private cempanie, lu
Eugland have adopted tliis ballet.
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
