That is the Verdict of the Coromer’s Jary

Streetsville, Ont., May 18 —The enquiry

Contrary to public expectation, no ana-
lyst's report was présented, Only two wit-
nesses were examined—Miss Chester and
Dr. Bowle, who assisted at the post-mor-
tem.

*“ We, your jury, empanelled to consider
the circumstances of the death of the late
Robert Ramsay, find as follows : That the
deceased came to his death through ne-
glect : First, in not receiving stfficient
rourishment to keep up the body; second,
in not having a proper nurse; third, in not
having medical attendance within one
month previous to death, and that the or-
zans were In a proper stite to recelve and
utilize foed, had it been given, In fact,
we believe that his death was hastened,
at least, by the neglect referred to.”

The Ex-Chancellor Condemns the
Course of the United States.

\

Trouble Brought on by Systematic Prove-
cation=Whole Course of Washington
Adminisiration Has Been Insincere-—
Anglo-American Alliance Improbable
and Unserviceable—Americaus are Not
Saxens, But a Much Mixed Race.

Friedrichsruhe, May 18.—The cold nnd
rainy weather has increased Prince Bis-
marck’s neuralgia and leg swellings, and
he has been unable to leave his bed for
several days. Dr. Schweninger I8 again
here, and is disquieted about his patlent.
The Prince therefore is unable to recelve
visitors, but a correspondent of the Assocl:
ated Press, from members of the family,
has been able to obtain the views of the
former Chancellor on the war and the sug-
gested Anglo-Saxon alllance, as expressed
by the Prince during his most recent talk
at the table. In substance they are as
follows:

Prince Bismarck: condemns the war out-
right. ‘He says it is due to systematic
Anierlean provoeation, which finally became
unbearable. ¥e added:

“The whole course of the Washington
Administration has been insincere. My
views are well understood. I have always
held that war is only defensible after all
other remedies have failed.

“The result of the war cannot be whole-
some efther to America or Europe. The
United States will be forced to adopt an
intermeddling policy, leading to unavoidable
frictions. She has abandoned her tradi-
tiona] policy, and in order to maintain her
position she must become a military and a
naval power—an expensive luxury, which
her geographic position rendered unneces-

sary.
“America’s cbange of front means retro-
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gression In the high sense of clvilization,
'rhls' ’ll the main regrettable fact about this
war,"

As to Chamberlain’s Speech.

Regarding the speech made on Friday last
by Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, Prince Dis
marck sald:

“The Importance thereof depends upon
whether Mr, Chamberlain’s private opinions
are those of the British Government. Closer
Anglo-American relations are doubtless fea-
sible, but an alllance Is Improbable and un-
serviceable to both.

‘“‘Besides It Is a mistake to call the Am-
ericans Saxons. Theirs is a mixed hlood—
Britigh, Irish, German, French and Scandi-
navian. The Anglo-Saxon does not even
predominate to-day. This dwelling on so-
called race interests is nonsense in politics.
Look at the Russo-French agreement and
the Dreibund. Politics are not dictated
by such far-fetched sentimentalities,

“Germany’'s duty plainly is to maintain
her Interests by carefully nursing the good
neighborship of the European nations.’
