The Subject Chosen, by Dr, Coleman
for His Lecture on Satur-
day Night.

Dr. A. P, Coleman of Toronto Unlversity
delivered -an able lecture on Saturday might
before the Canadian Institute. His subject
was “The Iroquois Beach and Some New
Fossils Found in It.” .

‘Lakes carve thelr names so plainly in
vel bars ‘and cliffs and bedches that we
trace the shores of vanished ones al-
most as readily as those on which the waves
still wash. nd 80 Lake Iroquois, that
greater Lake Ontarlo, which stood 170 feet

can be traced in its beaches for hundreds
of miles. Its old shore near Toronto shows
two ‘deep bays, one In the Humber Valley
reaching north to Weston, another north of
York running back along the Don Valley. A
gravel bar, like the present Toronto Island,
cut off each from the open Lake Iroquois.

‘It was a fresh water lake, not an arm of
the sea, as some have supposed, for fresh
Water shells have Deen recently found in a
gravel pit on a portion cf the old beach.
Other gravel pits meagr West Toronto have
also yielded horng ofy the cariboo or rein-
