Ottawa, Sept. 28 —Like Gen, Hutton,
Major-Gen, O'Grady Haly deprecates the
system of ghort camp service in Canada,
Major-Gen, O’Grady. Haly bas just return-
ed from an Inspection of the militia corps
of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, The
inspections, he sald, were most creditable,
congidering that nearly one-half of the
men In ‘camp were recrnits,

however, he sald, resulted from the fact
that each year the battallons had to be
made up of recruits. Of 900 men who were
in camp this year, probably not more than
300 would present. themselves next season,

This, Gen. Haly says, s a hard matter
to remedy, as the men frequently move
from oue place to another. He suggests
2 system in which the scale of pay would
be Increased year by year as an aid to pro-
mote more regular attendance. The tralp-
Ing might then proceed with something
like continuity from year to year, instead
of as now commencing over again every
year at the beginning.

Is far too short, and that with 16 days
tu‘rmbeltlter results would be achieved than
w 2,

When asked for an opiniom about the
value of the shooting done at the camps,
the General observed that he had uot
been present wilen this part of camp duty
was In progress, He was, howexer, strong-
ly in favor of regimenigl rifie ranges
thruout the country in preference to civil-
fan rifle elubs, Discipline is one of the
chief requisites, and it cannot be attain-
ed apart from reégimental practice, The
General speaks most highly of the Morrs
tube practice as a substitute for ordinary
ranges, A man who has learned to shoot
in this way will be perfectly well able to
take sight ¢on a range,
