AMUSEMENT AND PITY EXCITED
BY RECENT INSULTS TO ENGLAND

New York, Nov. 24.—The Sun's London
correspondent says : There are both amuser
ment and pity in the emotions excited by
the situation In which the British govern-
ment finds itSelf at the present moment.
Ireland on one side sends a combined in-
sult and challenge by electing to Parlia-
ment an officer from the forces of the
enemy with whom this country is still at
war. Germany, on the other gide, is as-
sailing it with an outburst of national in-
dignation and hatved such as In the not
distant past would &peedily have develop-
ed Into a clash of arms

This government is manifestly astonished
and aggrieved by each demonstration.
“What have we done?”’ it is exclaiming
thru the mouths of all its friends, “to
deserve these attacks?’ This nalvete is
so genuine and so blind that it is @ifficult
at first to discuss it seriousty. It proves,
however, that Great Britain still fails ut-
‘terly to realize the fact that public opin-
ion in the outside world is overwhelmingly
against her course in South Africa.

Heart Searching.

The events of the present week might
serve to bring the unwelcome truth home
to the country and cause an act of more
honest and more humble national heart
searching than Britain has indulged in for
the past three 'years, if it were not too
late for any change in policy. England is
practically unanimously in favor of the
continuation of the war. But this same
England condemns in secret now and later
will condemn openly the men who involved
her in so disastrous and Inglorious a con-
flict.

These statements appear, perhaps, para-
doxical, but they are entirely consistent.
What other policy than that which it Is
now pursuing would it be practicable for
the government to adopt? Nome of the
country's critics at home or abroad has
been eble to suggest any which would
be consistent with British honor and

prestige. The truth is that the British
government wouid be only too glad to
bring the contest to a clogse on liberal
terms, that is liberal in the direction of
virtual home rule.

African Situation.

The situation In South Africa is now
even more discouraging than is generally
supposed. Returning after several weeks’
absence from London, I find numerous
personal letters from all parts of South
Africa and all testifying to the extreme
embarrassment of the military sitnatlon.
The crux of the whole matter is that
Tommy Atkins is sick of his job.

What would be the natufal result? Eng-
land would be enabled to say that the
Empire was threatened by a great power
and that, therefore, there would be
of prestige involved in settling the
South African dispute on the easiest pos-
dible terms in order to mass all her re-
sources against a new enemy. There
would then be more flying squadrons such
as we saw In response to the Kaiser's fa-
mous Kruger telegram and th would be
nothing more tut wind. In other words,
England would save her face and escape
from an exasperating dilemma if the Ger-
man BEmperor would kindly “Interveme,’”
thus obliging openly his own subjects and
secretly the well-nigh distracted govern-
ment of this country.

Galway Significance,

The Irish goad which Galway has stuck
into the government’s back has a some-
what serious significance. It certainly is
a dramatic incident and a sublimely impu-
‘dent one, but it is llkely to have a great
effect upon the Irish cause. It threatens
to do no less than destroy the Unionist
policy of killing Home Rule with kind-

ness.

The election of Col. Lynch was possibly
intended in its inception as a huge joke,
but munquesflonably ity {has lexasperated
the PEnglish people as a whole. Perhaps
this effect was deliberately designed by
the Nationalist leaders, who selected Lynch
as a cangdidate. The natural result would
be a rTevival of the hostile attitude to-
ward Ireland in this country, of harsher
governmental measures and methods, and,
in a word, to render the Home Rule ques-
tion acuter than ever.

It has been evident for a long time that
the Nationalist njembers of Parllament
are anxious to revive Interest in Home
Rule, both in England and Amerfca. If
the election of Col. Lynch was a means to
that end some of its effects may prove
embarrassing to its promoters.
