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In the recent death of Mrs. Wilson, 
relict of the late Gilbert Wilson, there 
passed away one of the oldest settlers 
of Mosa. Deceased was born at Sun­
less Hill, on Jedwater (a small stream 
near Jedburgh, flowing into the River 
Tweed, Roxburgh, Scotland, on Aug. 
26, 1810, the same day as the present 
Duke of Roxburgh's grandfather first 
saw the light of day. Mrs. Wilson’s 
maiden name was Christian Middle- 
miss. She was the daughter of James 
and Helen Middlemiss. Her father was 
a shepherd and tended his flocks on the 
hills adjacent to the historic old Jed­
burgh, so renowned in the history of 
Scotland, and associated with the 
memories of the Black Douglas. She 
was married at Stamford, England, to 
Gilbert Wilson, in 1841. Mr. Wilson 
was also of Scotch descent, he being 
a native of Ayrshire. The couple lived 
for a number of years at Stamford, 
where Mr. Wilson traveled for a dry- 
goods firm. However, in 1856, actuated 
no doubt by the spirit of the times.

Early in 1856 they sailed from Liver- 
pool, and arriving In this country they 
located near Hamilton. Next year Mr. 
Wilson was joined by his wife and 
family of small children. Ten years 
later the family moved onto the farm 
In Mosa, where the deceased resided 
until her death. Here pioneer life be­
gan again in earnest, for land in Mosa 
at that time was covered with forest. 
Deceased's husband died 17 years ago. 
This was a sad blow to Mrs. Wilson, 
yet she bore it patiently and con­
tinued her good work. She had a 
kind word or smile for all, and ever 
sought to aid those who needed help, 
and ministered to the wants of the 
sick or afflicted. She was a consistent 
member of the Newbury Presbyterian 
Church, taking a deep interest in the 
work. She faithfully attended the 
church till a few years ago, when the 
infirmities of age crept upon her. Al­
though she had reached the ripe age 
of 96 years, she retained nearly all her 
faculties to the last. She lived to see 
and enjoy many grandchildren and sev­
eral great-grandchildren, all of whom 
with the bereaved children mourn her 
loss. The funeral, which was largely 
attended, despite the Inclemency of the 
weather, was conducted by Rev. Mr. 
Jamieson, of Newbury. Interment was 
in the family plot at Cameron Church 
graveyard, Euphemia. The pallbearers 
were James Douglas, John Telfer. 
Duncan MacNaughton, Isaac Abbott, 
Thomas Clements and James Donay.
