In the correspgadence in regard to the
contingent a cabilegram from Lord Strath-
cona declared’ that in no case were the
colonies paying the contingents after they
had landed in South Africa. Yet an ex-
tract from a message from New Zealand
had declared that the payment of the corps
thruout the war would be made by the
New Zealand Government. The JImperial
reply to this despatch had raised no word
of objection to the proposal. In his trip
thruout the Dominion Sir Charles had found
that all classes and creeds favored the pay-
ment of the contingents by the Canadian
Government. There was unanimity on this
point all over Canada, and Sir Charles
hoped it was not too late to have Canada
demand the opportunity of footing the
whole cost. As it was, there was no state-
