president. Capt. Jack Ruttan; first vice- 
president, Capt. Doidge; second vice- 
president, Lieut. W. G. Abel; secretary, 
Walter Smalll; treasurer, Lieut. Stan 
Jackson; executive, one representative 
from each unit.

In his endeavor to make die league a 
success, Captain Ruttan will have among 
his co-workers Captain Doidge, who is 
shortly to locate in Winnipeg, as head 
of the Canadian, army gymnastic staff 
for western Canada. Captain Doidge is 
recently back from the front.

In addressing the meeting, the old 
Montreal Wanderer star, Walter Smalll, 
thought that it would be possible to play 
for a cup just as coveted as the Allan 
Cup. He remarked that there were at 
least forty players In the city that he 
knew, and that undoubtedly there ware 
many more to choose from.

The O.H.A. annual convention will be 
held In the Temple Building this morning. 
Six-man hockey Is the cry of several 

i_clubs, and It will be fought out at the 
seeston this morning.

The first amendment will be submitted 
by Mr. J. Ross Robertson, and is an ad­
dition to -the residence rule of the as­
sociation. It is as follows :

Exceptions to Clause 3, for the balance 
of the war only. ,

(a) Players absent from home ' after 
Aug. 1 on national service, such as farm 
work, etc., to je granted certificates to 
play upon special application being made 
to the executive committee. ( 

ti>) Players residing in a town where 
there is no O.H.A. team may play with 
the club in the nearest O.H.A,' town or 
village.

The proposal made by Mr. N. R. White 
| of Brantford to reduce the junior age 

limit "from 20 to 19 years of age, has been 
withdrawn by the Brantford Club, the 
motion having been introduced without 
its consent. This will leave the junior 
age limit as It always was, viz., a player 
must be under 20 years of age on Jan. 1, 
J1918, to play Junior O.H.A. this winter.

Mr. G. B. Dawson of Sarnia will intro­
duce 'the most conwntious subject the 
association has had in years when he 
proposes his amendment for six-man 
hockey instead of the seven-man game, 
which has featured the O.H.A in the 27 
Years of its existence. Mr. Dawson will 
move, seconded by Mr. W. A. Fry of 
Dunnvllle, that. the teams be six men a 
side, instead of seven, by dropping the 
•rover'-' from the line-up, and adding the 

following clause :
"In addition to the players mentioned, 

each team may use an extra player as a 
substitute, but there shall not be more 
than six players a side on the ice at any 
time during the m§tch."

This amendment is supplemented by 
another, introduced by Mr. J. Ross Rob­
ertson, covering" the playing of the sub­
stitute and' proposing that the old' rule 
be discarded and the following adopted in 
its via

"One extra player only may act as a 
substitute on each team during a match 
(making seven players altogether), and 
a change of players may be made at any 
time by the substitute reporting to the 
referee when that official has stopped the 
play, but must not get on the ice while 
play Is in progress; such substitute must 
be all ready to play, and must take his 
position without delaying the game. The 
glayer for whom the substitution is made 
must also leave the ice promptly when 
the substitute appears. Should any play­
er be injured during the match, break a 
skate or from any accident be compelled 
to-Jeave the ice, the opposite side shall 
immediately put on a substitute or a 
player who has left the Ice, to equalize 
the teams, and the match proceed, until 
such time as the player so compelled to 
leave the Ice is ready to return. Should 
more than one player ef one team be com­
pelled to retire because of accident, the 
opposing side Shall drop a man to equal­
ize the teams. No player shall resume 
play until he has received permission 
from the referee to go on. In event of 
any dispute, the matter shall at once be 
decided by the referee."

A Montreal despatch says : The open­
ing of the National Hockey League will 
not take place until after Christmas, it 
was' definitely announced by President 
Frank Caider today following an ex­
change of telegrams with Frank Patrick 
president of the Pacific Coast League, in 
which the head of the western organiza­
tion stated that the opening there would 
not take place much before the first of 
the year, Dec. 28 or Jan, 1 being the pro­
bable curtain-raiser.

The opening of the east’s new profes­
sional body, the National League, will 
probably be set for Dec. 26. The cham­
pion Canadiens will go to Ottawa for the 
opening game, while Toronto Blue Shirts 
will meet Wanderers here. Dec. 26 has 
not been definitely fixed but it is the 
most likely opening date, President Cai­
der said.

The western champions come east to 
play for the Stanley Cup this season, 
and. with both leagues getting off to a 
late start, the championship games may 
run into April. The National League will 
close about March 15, and the Pacific- 
Coast League not more than two days 
earlier. With a five-day trip east, and a 
couple of days for rest and practice by 
the visiting club, the big games will not 
get under way much before March 22,
