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In this department the Conservatory will afford its organ 
students every possible facility for a complete course of 
instruction and the mastery of the various schools of organ 
music. Organ recitals by the Conservatory teachers and 
eminent visiting organists will be so arranged as to provide 
illustrations of all classes of music for that instrument. Pupils 
will have the advantage of instruction on a three manual 
organ, complete with water power and all modern mechanical 
appliances, it being one of the largest and finest in Canada.
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Violin, Viola, Violoncello, Contra Basso, Flute, Oboe, Clarionet, 
Bassoon, Harp, Horn, Cornet, Trombone, Timpani, Saxaphone, 

Orchestral, Quartette and EnsembleEuphonium, etc. ;
Playing.

The departments under the above heading will be devel­
oped according to their necessities, and eventually they 
be of leading prominence in the Conservatory.

Besides thorough courses of solo instruction in each 
instrument, students will be formed into classes for ensemble 
playing ; and, practising in trios and quartettes, they will be 
enabled to study chamber music for piano, string and other 
instruments.

Advanced students will be organized into a Conservatory 
Orchestra, and will there be taught to play the music of sym­
phonies, overtures and other compositions for full orchestra.

The increasing interest in the violin and other instruments 
now referred to is plainly manifest throughout the country, 
but heretofore, opportunities for the best instruction hâve been 
very limited.
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
