Curtis Increases Penalties for Bos-
ton Police Vielatons

Again, Some of the Mea Reported
Willing to Go Back; Believed
Heads Are Ready te Re-Instate
Seme—No General Strike Ver-
dict Befere Sunday

(Special to Times.)

Boston. Mass., Sept. 17—A general
order increasing and revising the forms
of penalties at his disposal for members
of the police foree, issued by Police
Commissioner Curtis, served today to
enhance the belief prevalent in police
circles that the striking policemen, ex-
cept the nineteen discharged and to be
givenachanceto get back their old

Jjobs.

Although he already E)messed the
power to suspend any mber, of the
department or any employe, the commis-
sioner amended the rules so that, in ad-
dition to other punishments for those
found guilty of breaking the rules a
suspension for thirty days, or a fing,
may now be meted out.

This morning he explained that the
order is not retroactive, does not affect
the strikers and applies only to the new
force that he is building up.

The strikers do not relish the attitude
of the firemen' in refusing to walk out
but cling to the belief that sufficient
other unions will back them up to vic-
tory. Several of the policemen however
are known to have signified their wil-
lingness to resign from the Federation

ment if they can return to the ranks.
1t is said that some of the former patrol-
men have held individual conferences
with,_their former. commandinghofficers,.
division captains on this subject..

Despite the fact that many prominent
citizens and organizations have put
themselves on record against permitting
any of  the police strikers to return to
their former jobs it has been the general
belief in police circles-that the officials
were anxious to nse some of the former
members of the department as the
nucleus for their new force. For the
first -time since the walkout labor
leaders, in addressing the police strikers
felt it timely to urge the policemen to
continue their strike, President McInnis
of the Police Union was shown a copy
of the latest general order but declined
to make any comment on it.

NO DECISION
BEFORE SUNDAY

Boston, Sept. 17—Although nine-tenths
of the umions affiliated with the Boston
Central Labor Union have voted to sup-
port the policemen “to the limit” in their
strike for union recognition, according to
a statement made at a meeting of the
lice upion last night by Frank H.
MecCarthy, local orgamizer of the Americ-
an Federation of Labor, union leaders as-
sertedtodaythatthisdidnotindjcute
any immediate general strike. It was the
general feeling among labor men that
there would be no definite change in the
situation until after a meeting of the
Central Labor Union on next Sunday at
which reports of the strike votes iaken
during the week, will be received from
the local unions. -

The announcement that the firemen of
the city would not even consider a sym-
pathetic strike to  support the police re-
moved a factor that had given the au-
thorities much concern. Word as to the
outcome of fle strike vote of tdcpkgone
operators, taken yesterday, was nw_mted
today, however, with considerable inter-
est. Members of the operators’ union as-
serted that there was a strong sentiment
in favor of a walk-out but no actual fig-
ures were expected to be available before
Sunday.

Nation Awaits Lloyd
‘George Speech Tonight

Lot of Things People
Want to Hear
About

Political and Economic Unrest
Make for Interest in What He
Has to Say —Rumor of Attempt
te Get Together Younger Union-
ists and Labor Party

London, Sept. 17—(By the Associated
Press)—Premier Lloyd George returned
to England last night, after his vacation
at Deauville, France, and a brief visit to
Paris. Tonight he will deliver an .ad-
dress at the London City Temple and
in view of the extreme political and eco-
nomic unrest prevailing in the country,
it is awaited with the keenest curiosity
and interest.

Among the many topics which the
public is eager to hear the premier dis-
cuss are the Russian tangle; Ireland, the
reduction of national expenditures; in-
dustrial developments, the probable dis-
solution of parliament, and a general
election. An election would be partic-
ularly welcomed, but it is doubtful if the
premier will speak on that subject to-
night, it being suggested that he will
probably avoid controversial topics as far

|as possible. In view of the fact that the

speech will be addressed to the Interna-
tional Brotherhood Congress, the

will probably confine himself mainly to
elaborating his recent appeal to the na-
tion to co-operate in the establishment of
a new world order, leaving other mat-
ters for addresses he has promised to de-
liver elsewhere.

Bid to Labor,

London, Sept. 17—Informal discussions
are afoot as to the possibility of a work-
ing agreement between the younger
members of the Unionist party, headed
by Lord Robert Cecil, und the parlia-
mentary labor party, according to the
political correspondent of the Central
News.

London, Sept. 17—The press associa-
tion has issued the following apparently

authorized statement from Downing
street, where Premier Lloyd George re-
turned last night:—* ik

“William C. Bullitt’s statements appear
to be a garbled account of private con-
versation with Mr. Lloyd George at a
breakfast, after Mr. Bullitt’s return from
Russia, together with a mixture of con-
versations with other people,

“In the opinion of .the premier some of
the statements are so ridiculous as to
carry their own refutation on the face of
them, as; for example, the suggestion of
an intention to send Lord Lansdowne to
Russia as ambassador.

“But, apart from examplés of this
kind, the suggestion is that the narra-
tors memory was hopelessly at fault.
‘While it is not suggested that Mr. Bul-
litt did not talk with the premier, it is
categorically denied that any statement
was given for publication and the whole
account is authoritatively declared to be
absolutely inaccurate in important par-
ticulars, and grotesgue.”

Bullitt testified before the United
States foreign relations commitice at
Washington last week that he had dis-
cussed with Lloyd George the peace pro-
posals offered by Lenine, the Bolshevik
leader. But when the premier returned
to London, Ballitt said, he announced
that the Soviet government had made no
peace overtures. Bullitt said that later
he met Philip Kerr, the premier’s seere-
tary, who apologized for the premier’s

statement and explimed that Lloyd

George intended to make public Lenine’s
offer, but was forced to adopt a different

policy under pressure from Lord North-
