SMhuahua, Mex., March SO—For sev­

en days Francisco Villa, military leader 
of the Constitutionalists has waged his 
battle against Torrêon. For six days 
the fight has been the bitterest and the 
loss of life the heaviest in the recent his­
tory of Mexico, judging from the meagre 
press despatches received from the front 
and the stories of slaughter told today 
by many of the 588 wounded veterans 
of Torreon, who are In hospital here.

Constitutionalist sympathisers and 
rebel officers in Chihuahua have become 
anxious as to the fate of their military 
leader and the remnants of the 12,000 
men who marched to Torreon, with him 
to engage in the first decisive battle of 
the revolution. No Word from Villa 
came early today to relieve the anxiety 
which obtained throughout Chihuahua.

Reports that heavy reinforcements 
were hastening to relieve General Re­
fugio Velasco, the federal commander 
at Torreon, who has made such a re­
sourceful resistance against the rebels, 
were received here with misgivings. But 
it is the fact that no news of General 
Villa’s progress has been had for many 
hours, that is responsible for the great­
est anxiety as to his fate. When the 
advantage has been with the rebel lead­
er ip the past, free access to telegraphic 
communication was given newspaper cor­
respondents at the front, but when he 
met reverses, Villa would allow no news 
sent over the wires.

Your Worship:—I have waited for 
some time, hoping that some action 
which might be within the province of 
this council, would be taken in regard to 
the Valley Railway. Personally I do not 
consider it within the power of this 
council to accomplish much, but it docs 
appear to me, that the chief magistrate 
of this city, has a duty to perform, and 
on behalf of the taxpayers of , the dty 
should be prepared to take a firm stand, 
In the matter of miking enquiries direct 
relative to the future disposition of this 
railway’s routing, and which 
everything to St John.

I. have noted with interest, that you 
are about to proceed to Fredericton, to 
meet with and talk over the matter with 
the premftr, and I sincerely trust that 
your mission may be productive of some 
good, results, if for no other reason than 
to disprove, the common opinion on the 
streets, that, your relationship with the 
federal government, prevents your tak­
ing a firm grip, with matters of great 
importance eonecinning this city and 
over which the federal or provincial gov­
ernments exercise control.

When a matter of great importance to 
the dty of St John is under discussion, 
it has always been the custom for the 
board of trade to take the initiative, and 
with what success?

The haste made by the premier to 
make his report to the king, showed that 
the monarch to determined to play a 
part in the crucial political events; de­
spite criticism that to being levelled at 
him for “unconstitutional activity."
Asquith Must Stand for Re-election. 

Asquith’s
(made in the house this afternoon) that 
he himself would take up the portfolio 
of secretary for war came In the nature 
of a surprise.

Having announced his Intention to 
take up the office he declared he would 
retire from the House of Commons in 
accordance with the law, “until it pleases 
my constituents to sanction my return.”

The premier then dramatically walked 
out of the chamber amid frantic cheers 
from the Liberals, the Nationalists and 
the labor members, the whole body of 
whom rose to thdr feet and waved hand­
kerchiefs and papers as he left.

Mr. Asquith having accepted “an 
office of profit under the crown" must 
now return to his constituency of East 
Fife, Scotland, for re-election. On the 
last occasion he received 6,149 votes 
against the 8,860 of his Unionist op­
ponent and was thus returned by a 
majority of 1,799.

The premier said:—"In the circum­
stances and after much consideration 
I have felt it my duty to assume the 
office of secretary of state for war, al­
though I have taken It only with the 
greatest reluctance in what I believe to 
he a great public emergency.”

Army officers here fear that Villa and 

his army are in a difficult and perhaps 
dangerous position. The many days of 
almost constant aggressive warfare at 
Gomez' Palachéo and within the dty of 
Torreon, It is thought, have exhausted 
both men and supplies. From st““ 
t»M -hr -tiir-woâaidtri, "the rebel, 

'guard ran into a trap at Gomez Palkdo, 
which cost them’ déariy iii men and am­
munition. But, spurred on by the seem- 
ingly irresistible energy of General Villa, 
the soldiers pushed on, wresting victory 
from what looked like defeat ahd carried 
thdr fight to the very heart of Torreon.

Those familiar with the geography of 
Torreon and its vicinity, cannot under­
stand how General Velasco has been 
able to withstand the vigorous attack by 
a numerically superior force as long as 
he has, been driven, according to re­
ports, to the very southern edge of the 
dty The only solution which presented 
itself is that General Velasco and his 
men have succeeded In holding the round 
houses and railroad buildings in spite of 
the artillery fire which Villa might have 
been able to dired against them.

There' are those optimistic enough to 
believe that General Villa has driven the 
fédérais from the stronghold and Is pur­
suing them down the valley to the south, 
with the intention of so demoralizing 
the federal forces that Ms possession of 
Torreon might be undisturbed until he 

reorganize his own army. This 
theory is discounted, however, became 
of the fact that no news of any charact­
er from the front has been received since 
Villa's message on Saturday night de­
claring that it was but a matter of min­
utes until Torreon would be his.

Sift These Rumors.
What the people, and particularly the 

people of Saint John, have a right to 
know to, has the money been all earned, 
or has a large amount of it been wasted 
or squandered In one way or another?

We hear—we cannot help hearing— 
in every part of the province, stories at 
an ill-buUt road, of rake-offs paid by 
contractors to members of the govern­
ment, of a large election fund provided 
by some of the proceeds of the bonds 
guaranteed which should have gone into 
the building of the road.

And now this company, this Saint. 
John k Quebec Railway Co, is back 
for more money, another two million ; 
dollars. “Not one cent,” the governor 
of the province should say until these 
rumors are sifted to the bottom.

If Governor Josiah Wood wants to be 
sure that everything to all right let him 
start this investigation. He will have 
plenty of help, and he will be sure of tiie 
safety of the province of which.he to the 
chief executive. ' Few men have been' 
placed In Ms position, to choose between 
party and country, but I believe he to e 
big enough ’man to see only Ms duty t# 
New Brunswick.

To come back a minute to some of the 
things that are said. You cannot tulle 
with a contractor or sub-contractor on 
this Valley Road without hearing the 
bitterest complaints. They say that the 
chief engineer of the Saint John anti 
Quebec Railway Co, wMch has a con­
tract from the province to build the 
road, Is the managing director of the 
Quebec and Saint John Construction Go, 
a subsidiary concern wMch sublets the 
contracts, and that he is not only the 
judge and the jury, but the paymaster 
as well. The progress estimates are held 
back by the chief engineer because, a» 
managing director of the construction 
company, he does not want to pay or la 
not ready to pay the accounts.

The money provided by the credit of 
the Province of New Brunswick should 
not be juggled with in this way. The 
company has drawn the money upon the 
progress estimates furnished by the in­
specting engineer of the provincial gov­
ernment, and it is said that some of these 
estimates have been very generous, and 
the sub-contractors have a right to their 
money. But today, with no money due 
the railway company from the province, 
and with no money available from the 
banks, who are unwilling to assist the 
company further in Its enterprise, these 
sub-contractors are anxiously looking 
for over a quarter of a million dollars 
which is due them. Where has that 
money gone? Can it be true that any 
of the money raised by the credit of the 
people of tMs province has gone into any 
of Mr. Gould’s railway enterprises to 
Maine? ,

Isn’t this worth investigating before 
any more bonds are guaranteed?

All the graft and other stories should 
be punctured. Let us have the truth, no 
matter who goes under. If the men who 
are building the railway had to pay 
royally for the right to build it let ua 
have the facts. Do not let Gould bear 
all the blame. He is, no doubt, like any 
business man, willing to pay for business, 
but as the money was raised by the 
credit of the people of New Brunswick, 
let us know how much he paid legiti­
mately, and how much, if any, was ex­
torted from him and who got every cent 
of it.

The Severn River section was let some 
time ago to the York Construction Com­
pany. The contracts for the two re­
maining sections will be let in the near 
future, and it is expected that this sum- 

work will be in progress along the 
whole route from Lake Simcoe to Geor­
gian Bay.
