Airplane, In Short
Time, Wipes Out
Caterpillar Pest

Poison Powde,x_’Scu.ttered by
Aircraft Puts End to Insects
Which Had stripped Grove
of Its Foliage.

Annovncement that the United
States Army Air Service will use a
motorized balloon to make a chemical
attack upon the gypsy moth in New
Hampshire recalls the interesting pion-
eer experiments in fighting insects
with aircraft.

C. R. Neillie and J. S. Houser, in a
communication to the National Geo-
graphic Society, related their practical
test of distributing insecti¢ides from
aloft as follows:

“T'wo years ago there occurred in
Ohio three full broods or crops of the
caterpillars, each sufficiently numer-
ous to defoliate- completely the grove
in which they appeared. Some groves
put out three full crops of foliage and
each in its turn was whollx consum-
ed by the ravenous worms,

“Our work was directed against the
second brood of caterpillars working
on the second crop of foliage. ~

“The plane used was a Curtis J N 6
equipped with a hopper for carrying
and liberating the poison powder. This
hopper was secured to the fuselage of
the plane by the side of the observer’s
ceat. It conmsisted of an irregularly
shaped flat metal box with a capacity
for holding a little more than 100
pounds of dry arsenmate of lead pow-

er.

“At the bottom was arranged a slid-
ing gate, operated by a handle acces-
sible to the observer in the plane. At
the top of the hopper was a crank,
connected by a sprocket chain to a
revolving mechanism in the bottom,
which when placed in motion dropped
the poison powder through the previ-
ously opened sliding gate,

“Immediately upon leaving the hop-
per the dust dropped Inte the ‘slip
stream’—the violent air current set up
by the revolving propeller—and was
thrown into violent agitation .in a
dense white cloud which trailed out
behind the moving plane as if the ma-
chine were on fire and belching large
vclumes of white smoke.

“The catalpa grove in which the
dusting was done was situated on level
ground and had been planted for
the growing of post and pole timber.
1t was a rectangular plot 800 feet long
ond 825 feet wide and contained ap-
proximately six acres. The trees, 4-
815 in number, were from twenty-five
to thirty feet tall.

«The planes flew at a speed of
eighty miles an hour at an altitude of
from twenty to thirty-five feet and in
a line fifty-three yards to windward
and parallel to the grove. The dense
cloud of poison dust thrown out be-
pind the moving plane was grasped by
the wind and floated through-and over
the grove, covering the foliage in its
passage.

“We feared that the dust might all
settle on the trees in the immediate
foreground, but to our surprise we ob-
served that little carrents of air which
we termed ‘booster currents’ were ris-
ing in the grave, and these had a tend-
ency to toss the settling dust cloud up-
ward, whereupon it would be grasped
by the wind blowing parallel to the
