The city of Halifax has given a subsidy 
of $10,000 a year for twenty-five years to 
aid in the construction of the splend'd 
dry dock which has just been completed 
at that port This being so why should 
St. John not loan the Trading Association 
$50,000 for ten years at 4 per cent in 
order to enable them to provide wharf 
ropm for four additional steamships?

many years.
aided in the construction of the Inter­
colonial and Canadian Pacific railways by 
indorsing the bonds of Canada to the 
amount of $22,500,000, The Dominion 
government has aided by subsidies and 
otherwise dozens of railway companies, 
and the Provincial government has 
spent millions of dollars In subsidising 
railways, which were demanded in the 
interest of the Province. There is hardly 
a municipality in Canada that has not 
granted aid to railways or other beneficial 
enterprises. The city of St. John itself 
took stock to the extent of $100,000 in 
Western Extension in order to secure 
the building of that important 
line of railway which 
connexion with
way system of the United States. The 
work which the Trade Promoting Asso­
ciation purpose to do is entirely in line 
with the work which was aided when 
the city took stock in Western Extension. 
They have built a connexion with this 
very railway to their own wharf and 
they purpose to provide such terminal 
facilities and accomodations for ocean 
steamships as the trade to be developed 
by our railway system will require.

There are only two reasons which 
could be urged against granting this 
loan to the Trade Promoting Company. 
The first would be that the city had not 
the money to lend, and this could not 
now be urged as a reason because it 
would not be true. The second reason 
would be that the work tlie Trade Pro­
moting Association proposed to do at the 
Long wharf was not likely to be bene­
ficial to the city. This would be equally 
untrue, for it is well known that better

ANOTHER ENGLISH ELECTION-

The next election contest in England 
will take place at Brighton which is 
vacant owing to the death of the late 
member Sir William T. Robertson who 
recently committed suicide, 
seem almost hopeless for the Gladston- 
ians to contest Brighton; the best they 

hope for is to reduce the Conserva­
tive majority. At the general election 
of 1880 Brighton returned two Liberals 
J. B. Hollond and W. T. Marriott The 
latter prior to 1885 deserted the Liberal 
party, resigned his seat and was re­
turned again as an opponent of Mr. 
Gladstone's government. In 1885 Messrs. 
Marriott and David Smith ran as Con­
servatives against Messrs Hollond and 
Probyn, Liberals, and were returned by 
a majority of 2,100, the highest Conserva­
tive candidate receiving 7,047 votes and 
the highest Liberal 4,899 
general election in 1886 Marriott and an­
other Conservative were returned by a 
majority of upwards of 3000, Marriott,ob­
taining 5,875 votes against 2,633 for Mr 
Hall, his Gladstonian opponent. Owing 
to a vacancy there was a bye election in 
November 1886 when Sir Wm. T. Robert­
son was returned unopposed. Under 
such circumstances the outlook for the 
Gladstonians is by no means a bright 
one. But tt ey have a very strong candi­
date in Sir Robert Peel, who has the dis­
tinction of being the only Conservative 
member of Parliament who voted for Mr. 
Gladstone’s home rule bill in 1886. Sir 
Robert Peel is an aristocrat and this is 
greatly in his favor in a contest at 
Brighton. He is likewise very popular, 
and is a powerful speaker with much 
personal magnetism, 
it is hardly possible that he can be elect­
ed. If he should be returned it would 
be a staggering blow for Lord Salisbury’s 
government.
