FIRE IN QUATSINO.
Difficulty Was Experienced in Saving
the Wharf—Two Houses Burned.

Last week the Quatsino townsite was
almost devastated by fire. The fire
raged for about five hours, commenc-
ing at 930 p. m. Two houses were
burned down, two others were saved,
The wharf very narrowly escaped to-
tal destruction. It was on fire, but
through the energy of the constable,
who organized a bucket brigade, it was
saved. The men of the town turned
out in a body. They did yeoman ser-
vice. The fire was kept under control,
but it was hard work to extinguish it,
and the fight with the flames was fierce
while it lasted. QGreat praise is due to
the local constable, who superintended
the work of the volunteer brigade.

In
reference to Quatsino he reports that
the fishing this year is exceptionally
good. The biggest pack on record has
been secured. The Alert Bay cannery,
on the east coast, has had a particular-
ly good season up to the present.

The construction of the railway from
the Sound to the June group of mines
is to be immediately started. It is re-
ported that J. A. M. Moore has shut
down work one one of his properties.
The men employed were sent down in
a body on the gteamer Tees.

The timber limits in the neighbor-
hood have all been carefully staked
out. It is stated that nearly all the
limits worth taking up have now heen
secured.

Ranchers have be-
come anxious to rent large tracts as
grazing lands for cattle and sheep,
and farmers and fruit growers have
sired to homestead quarter sections,
and to buy adjoining quarters or more.
Occasionally there has been a clash be-
tween the rancher amd the homesteader,
The rancher paid two cents per ac
as rental for the lands which he used.
The homesteader pzid the market pr
for the lands which he bought. Part
of the country was in the dry belt and
there were many' questions connect-
ed with irrigation, in reference to
which information was sought by the
government. Beyond the Cascades,
part of the country was very wet and
all the conditions were different. The
number of immigrants entering the
district was not excessive, but they
were numerous enough to render it es-
sential that the department of the in-
terfor should have exact information
regarding the conditions prevailing in
all parts of the province. The cli-
mate was attractive in the Sunset pro-
vincg, and in the years to come there
would be an increasing ‘movement into
all portions of the country where there
was arable land.

BRAKEMAN’S DEATH.
His Legs Severed by Freight Car—Died
in Hospital.

An ccident attended by fatal results,
occurred at Revelstoke shortly before
midnight on Thursday, J. McMillan,
brakesman, was on his way home and
was crossing the yard, when the yard
engine, which was swiltching, sent down
a string of freight cars just as MeMil-
lan was crossing the track. The fore-
most car struck him violently and
knocked him down, the wheels passing
over both his legs, one of which was
completely severed, the other being
terribly mangled and hanging by a few
shreds. . The unfortunate man was con-
veyed to the hospital. He regained con-
sciousness only for a short time, and
died early Friday morning.

The deceased was a man only 23 years
of age, and very popular amongst his
associates, having been in Revelstoke
for the past year.

Indians Are Increasing—Inspector West
Arrives From Lesser Slave Lake.
Inspector West, of the R. N. W. M.

P., passed through Calgary last week,

en route to Banff for a few weeks’

sick leave. Inspector West nas been
stationed at Lesser Slave Lake, about
three hundred miles north of Edmon-
ton, for the past six years. In conver-
sation with the Albertan he said that
the climate in the Peace River district
is very good and that wheat of the
very best quality and vegetables of all
kinds can be raised without fear of
frost. A flour mill is 'in operation at

Vermillion, which supplies flour to the

different posts and settlements

throughout the district.

Inspector West, who is also a doctor
of medicine, was for five years medical
officer to the Indians under treaty S.
and his territory includied the entire
Athabasca country. He says that the
prevailing disease among the Indiansis
tuberculosis, but in spite of the fact
that the death rate is high, the Indians
of that district are increasing at the
rate of about five per cent. per annum.
The settlers in the Peace River dis-
trict are very prosperous and expect
shortly to have railway communica-
tion with the southern country through
the construction of a branch of the
Grand Trunk Pacific.
