THE GOVERNMENT AND ST. JOHN
ABBOR.

The Telegraph seems to be of the oplaion
that Quebec city has recelved a special favor
from the Dominion government, in theshape
of the lean to the harbor commission, But
the Telegraph should know that St. John
could have been in a position to receive the
sawe favors and would have recelved them
long ago but for the action of Mr. George
McLeod and one or two comrades.

Some years ago steps were taken toward
placing the harbor of St. John on commisalon,
Had this scheme been carrled out $500,000
would have been advanced by the Canadian
government to pay for corporation property.
Thie wonld have reduced by so much the
corporation debt. Farther sums would have
been advanced for the purchase of private
wharf property and for repairs and improve-
ments. Albogether a million dollars would,
if needed, have been provided between that
time and thls, at a rate of Interest much low-
er than that now pald by the city.
Sir Leonard Tilley, on behalf of the govern-
ment, was ready to arrange the matter, A
majority of the common council, with the
chairman of the finance committee, ard the
chairman of the board of trade, approved the
measure, A delegation went to Oitawa,and
the whole transaction was approaching com-
pletion, when Mr, Georgs McLeod and cer-
tain other wharf owners got up an agitation
which prevented an sgreement, and nothing
hag been done since, The dissenting wharf
owxters wereslightly mistaken ia their reading
of the signs of the times. There has been
vo change of government, and no George
McLzod in parliament, Therefore there has
been ro opportunity for a profitable transac-
tion in wharves suck’ as that contemplated.
Meanwhile large pums have been spent in
repairs on the city whaif preperty, other re-
pairs are needed, and many harbor {mprove-
mertis are called for, The city still pays a
‘high rate of interes$ on its wharf debt, while
Qaebec obtalns money at low rates. Qaebec
i3 in this respect in a much better position
than St. John, but it is in o better potition
than S, John might have been. Lst the
blame be placed on the right shoulders,

Several things have happened during the
past few years, The port of S John has
aseuroed & new importance, The people of
St. John have shown Mr, Gsorge McLeod
that they do not propoge to be represented
by him in parliament, It ii generally ad-
mitted that a great mistake was made in re-
gard to this harbor business. The gentle.
izen who io the past opposed the movement
probably regret their action. Taere is no
reason why the subjsot should not babrought
forward again, and the movement pressed,

forward $o a satistactory conclasion,

BASSON OF GLOUCEMNER

Csptain  Babson of Gloucester has

been discussing the fishery matter,
The Gloucester captaln who says he s
“ as thoroughly icformed on the fish-
ory question as any man in America,”
Yella the press that he has visited the pro-
vinces ard talked with the people there
about the bait quesilon. He has discovered
that in the ‘‘provinces” men, women, and
-children depend upon the equald they catch,
All the money the proviaciallsts get comes,
it appears, from the American fishermen,
‘These equid-eating provincialists, Captain
Babson observes, are Ina spacies of slavery,
in debt to the storekeepers and unrepresent-
ed in the Dominion parliament. The know-
ing captain considers it preposterous ‘‘that
Sir John Macdonald’s governmest which is
on the verge of bankruptey, and Nova Sco-
tla which s ready to secede,—that such a
government which cannot preserve its own
antonomy ehould gdictate to the Unlted
States,” Eridently Captaln Babson has ob-
taloed his information from the S%, John
Globe,whose treatises on the fish quastion are
quoted with much relish by the Gloucester
Advertiser, Baut if it be really true that our
government is bankrupt, and unable fo rule
the land; and if it be further true that the
persons irjured by the fishery regulations are
our own people, the poor equid-fishing
slaves; why should Captain Babson of Glou-
cester grow exclited over the matter ?

By the terms of the treaty recently signed
‘by Great Britain and Spaln, Canada will re-
oeive from Spain the most favored nation
treatment. The London Canadian Gazette
hopes that this may lead to further improve-
ments {n the commercial arrangements be-
tween Canada and Spaln, Whether or not
there s grounds for such a hopeyit is
certaln that a commercial treaty might be
framed which would aeslst us materially in
our trade with Cuba,

Captain Doughty and Crew at Halifax,

(FROM A MEMBER OF THE SUN STAFF,
GRARD MaNaN, May 21.—A rotired ship
captain of large experience, exiensive reading
and an acute observer, was interviewed by the
reporter this morning, He said : *“By the war

of 1812, our fishery was practically destrc yed,
aud in framing the treaty of 1818, the Guestion
of bait was probably never thought of, either
by the British or the Americans, I cannot
think that its literal observance was contem.
plated, Literally, it is an embargo, to which
no nation could be.expected to sabmit in times
of peace. An American fisherman comes in
here on the way to the Banks with a torn sail,
a broken rudder, a lack of clothing, a lack of
provisions or a lack of bait : do not the usages
of thé world, the common laws of homanity de-
mand that we should supply those wanta if we
have the required articles for sale and the pur.
chaser is prepared to meet us in the matter of
price? I thiok they do. The contingescy thet
has aricen was never thought of in 1818, and in
my opioion a strict interpretation of the treaty
would lead ¢, immediate and serions complica-
tions between any other nations than Eogland
and the United States,

attribute ths Cepression in the market wholly
to the duty imposed by the Awmericsns. In
the United States there are thousands of peo-
ple who are constantly seeking for the cheapest
food avsilab'e. When fish is low the con-
sumption increases and the price ad-
vapces : them gomething is found to
be cheaper and the price recedes. It bas
always been so and always will, Thus far the
bait question has nct affected us, for we have
bad no bait to sell. ' The people of the Island

‘are determined to sustain the government, and

were fich to strike in plentifully tomorrow, I
thisk very fow wounld be dispcssd to sell bait
to an American fisherman, were one to come
in here for the purpose of buying, so long as
the governmert holds the attitude it has as-
sumed.”

A U,B, STRONG ARGUMENT,
(By Telegraph to the N, Y. Herald.)

Havirax, May 22, - Telegraphic advices re-
ceived from Baddeck, C, B., say that Consul
General Phelan, in an in interview after his re.
turn from Baddeck, stated that ome of the
strong arguments to be used in defence of both
the Adams and Doughty cases will relate to
the circumstances snd conditions under which
‘‘touch and trade’ permits were originally
fssued to American fishermen. The state of
affairs has remained unchanged and render
the document of the same value at
the presert time as at any previous
poriod. He said the law vnder which
thess permits are issmed dales prior to
1830. Ia that yesr Andiew Jackson fsrued.a
proclamation granting cartain commercial
rightsto British vessels, At the same time
the British micisters in power igzued a procla-
mation in the same spirit as that issued by
President Jackson. It is claimed that the
i>int action of the United States and the Brit-
ish governments secure the rights of all vessels
sailing under the American flag, the same as
are enjoyed by English vessels in colonial ports,
subject, of course, to the customs laws, By
this argument, Mr. Phelan thinks, the defence
will be able to decide positively that American
vessels have a right to obtain bait in British
waters,

The present occupant finds his
chief, almost his only customers among the
Indians in the vicinity; and who, both men
women, have been more or less paralyzed ever
since his arrival,

a source of serene contemplation for a
able community. And yesterday (Sunday) a
free fight was indulged in on Indian hill
