The

OYSTERS REARED BY HAND.

Propagation of the Succulent Bivalve 
Successfully Accomplished.

Although many attempts have been 
made up to a very recent date it has 
been impossible to propagate oysters 
artificially, but within the last year 
Prof. Julius Nelson, biologist for the 
state bureau of shell fisheries of New 
Jersey, has succeeded In preparing 
oyster germs or seed.

If a female oyster be Jabbed with a 
knife in the right way the knife point 
will be smeared with a milky looking 
substance, in which, by the aid of a 
microscope, can be seen tiny eggs hav­
ing the general shape of minute oys­
ters.
і If the same proceeding is gone 
through with for the male and the two 
fluids mixed in salt water, fertilization 
will occur in about ten minutes, and in 
about an hour the first development of 
the egg begins, 
hours the shells begin to come, and the 
oysters are in a fair way to grow up. 
At the first impregnation, although 
many male sperms adhere to one egg, 
it is shown by the microscope that it 
more than one enters the egg a mon­
strosity results which will not develop.

The greatest difllculty at present is 
to keep the minute oyster fry from 
escaping from the sea water tank in 
which they are developed, but this prob­
lem is in a fair way of solution, and 
the day may not be far off when the 
oysterman can get bis oyster seed in 
the earliest stages of its development 
and ready to ‘’set’’ on the shells plant­
ed for them.

In an Interview with the Star on Jan. 

13, Dr. A. B. Walker, who had just re­
turned from Boston, said , that the 
greater part of the harbor there was a 
solid mass of Ice, that about 150 steam­
ers were frozen in, and that many car­
goes would have to be transhipped to 
the great annoyance of shippers.

The editor of the Boston Globe writes 
to the Star denying these statements. 
He says:

At no time during the cold spell of 
two weeks ago was Boston harbor froz­
en over, nor were steamers imprisoned 
in their docks by reason of the ice, as 
stated in an interview with Dr. A. B. 
Walker, printed in the St. John Star of 
Jan. 13. No cargoes were transhipped 
and the steamship companies were not 
in any sense demoralized, 
were not complaining.

The facts are these: The harbor was 
iced up more than is usual, but the ice 
was not a solid mass, being merely 
floating cakes from the rivers and 
creeks emptying into the harbor, 
action of the tide and winds caused this 
floating mass to move from side to side 
of the harbor and the vessels were com­
pelled to push their way through it, but 
no great difficulty was experienced in so 
doing.

In some of the bays extending into 
the harbor, where in winter there is al­
most no traffic by vessels, the ice was 
more solid and did cause some'trouble, 
but no vessels were imprisoned and no 
cargoes transhipped as a result.

There was no effort on the part o<! 
the Boston newspapers to suppress the 
facts in connection with the ice in the 
harbor. Most of the papers and the 
Boston Globe, in particular, ran many 
cuts illustrating the ice in the harbor 
and the ice-clad condition of incoming 
vessels, due to the rough seas and cold 
weather.

All ferryboats ran as usual through­
out the eold spell, and the steamships 
entered and cleared on their regular 
schedules, and the people of Boston 
were in no sense alarmed. The papers 
published stories, and pictures too, 
illustrating the harbor as it used to be 
over 50 years ago, when the whole up­
per harbor did freeze over, 
recorded period of such a freeze up was 
on Feb. 21, 1869, when the harbor was 
frozen over as far down as Spectacle 
island.

Dr. Walker may have seen the stories 
printed recently about this last freeze 
in the harbor, and unintentionally mis­
interpreted it, as referring to the per­
iod of two weeks ago.
