New York.

BOSTON, Dec. 1.—J. Wilfred: Blon-
din, French-Canadian by birth and en-
gineer by trade, this afternoon faced
the jury which had been selected to
hear the evidence and render a verdict
on the charge against him of the mur-
der of his wife; Margaret, in ‘April of
last year. The trial began in 'the old
Court House ,before Judges Braley and
Stevens in the Suffolk county  bench,
and in the presence of a ¢rowd of peo-
ple - which filled the court room to its

utmost “and overflowed into! the outer TN

corridors. The scene all day was not
unlike that accompanying the opening
of many other murder cases, and as|
the Blondin case is a  complex one,’
large audiénces are anticipated at each
sitting of the court.
