At about the same time another
came to ua here at Kimedi. 8She remaina here
still, but haanot been baptized, Neither of thewm
know how to read. The question arlees, What

they have come - at least half a dozen times during
the last few months, but whatcan we do? We
would sejoice to be able to send a man, but we have
none available.' There is not a missionary on the
field that could not use to the great advan of the
Mission at least $100 every year more than he gets.
The Board is often regarded as harsh and parsimoni-
ous because more m is not sent, Itis a t
grief to the members that funds have to be

out as they are, but what can be done?

The Board is glad to learn that the health of Miss
Blackadar is greatly improved—and that she has
passed the first examination most creditably.
