ANNUAL REPORT

Following is the fifteenth annual
report of the Seamen’s Mission Soci-
ety as presented by President Tilley
at their annual meeting:

President’s Annual Report.
Since our last annual meeting in
the old Chipman House, our society
has purchased a lot of land on Prince
William street and erected a splen-
did new building thereon: The build-
ing is of brick upon a stone founda-
tion, with a frontage on Prince Wil-
liam street of fifty feet, extending
back seventy-five feet; ceontaining a
large basement with heating plant and
furnace; on the first floor a large
auditorium or meeting room, a day
office, kitehen and lavatory. Above
this floor, overlooking the auditorium,
is a good-sized room with open fire-
place for the use of the stewards.
The next floor above contains the
manager's office, reading or recrea-
tion room for the officers of the ships,
and a reading or recreation room with
open fire-place for the engineers of
the different steamers; a storage room
for sailors’ bags; two bedrooms for
ship-wrecked sailors; a bathroom and
lavatory with shower bath; a large
reading room called the “Nelson
Room’; writing room and récreation
room,—in fact a bullding, which the
Rev. E. W. Matthews, the General
Secretary of the British and Foreign
Seamen’s Soclety lws designated as
the best building of its kind outside of
the City of Montreal.

In speaking of the events in connec-
tion with the Society for the last year,
you will, T think, agree with me in say-
ing that we appreciated very much
having amongst us the General Secre-
tary of the British and Foreign Sea-
men’s Society, and his messages of
good cheer from our sister societies
across the water,
