North Bay, Ont., Jan. 21.—A ter-
rible accident occurred this afternoon
on the 800 branch of the C. P. R, 35
miles west of Sudbury, when express
No. 7 en route to Sault Ste. Marie,
was deralled, taking heavy toll in
death, and Injury among the passen-
gers.

The express was speeding along
with a good passenger list, when sud-
denly without warning of any Kkind,
several of the cars left the rails, plung
ing down a steep embankment, two of
the cars going into the Spanish river
adding death by drowning to the hor-
rors of the railway aceident.

A dining car is partially submerged
and a first-class coach is almost whol-
ly under water, and the death roll
cannot be estimated at present, but
every indication points to one of the
worst fatalities in the history of Can-
adian railroading. Fourteen passen}
Bers were enjoying lunch in the dining
car when the accident happened, but
}t is stated that they all got out safe-
o

Twenty-Five Passengers.

About twenty-five passengers were
in the first-classing car which is parti-
ally or wholly submerged, and how
many are dead will not be known un-
til the diver, who is being rushed on
& special train from Sault Ste, Marie
arrives at the scene. Twenty passen-
gers at least were in the second-class
car which took fire and was burned,
adding additional horror to the ter.
rifying spectacle. :

How many escaped from the fliery
furance of death is not yet known as
there is no telegraphic communication
with the wreck at present. The acel-
dent happened between one and two
o'clock this afternoon and when the
cars left the rails, tearing loose from
the front part of the train, the crash
