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Attitude Towards Work-
ing Class Should be One
0f Genuine Respect,

LABOR ENNOBLED
BY JESUS CHRIST
The Example of the Master
a Lesson for all— Church
Must Pursue Same Atti-
tude.

Dr. Wallace Points Out the Need of
Helpfulness.

Brooklyn, Feb, 14.—Yesterday morn-
ing the Rev. Dr. W, B. Wallace, pastor
of the Baptist Temple, Third avenue
and Schermerhorn street, preached on
“The Church and Labor.” The texts
were Mark v:2 and John ix:4. Among
other things he said:

Among those whom Jes would
serve in the toiler. He hifnself had
been a carpenter. He called working
men to follow Him in His preaching
He pointed many of his lessons with
illustrations drawn from the life of
the sower, the fisherman, the vine
dresser, the house builder, the shep-
herd. So the Church of Christ ouzht
always to feel inteérested in the labor-
ing man, Here attitude toward the
laborer ought to be the same as the
attitude of the Master. With enthus-
issm, in the epirit of the words of
Jesus, “I must work the works of him
that sent me while it is day, for the
night cometh when no man can work,”
she ought to look around to see where
she can be of help to the laboring
people. Thinking of the church and
labor, I wish to observe with you:

First—The Church's Attitude To-
ward Labor. What ought the attitude
of the Church to be toward labor? I
believe it ought to be one of genuine
respect. 1 don’'t believe that Jesus
felt ashamed of himself when He
worked at the carpenter's bench. 1
think He held His head high in self-
respect when He performed His task.
1 don't believe that when he felt call-
ed upon to leave the carpenter’s hench
and onter His publie ministry He lost
respect for the oldtime task or for the
man who engaged in it. I can’t poss-
ibly imaginé Jesus meetinz a carpen-
ter and treating him with pity or with
condescension because he was only a
carpenter. I can't imagine Him t_reav
ing any toiler in any other attitude
than that of respect. When He met
the servant in the vineyard or the
fishermen by the sea they must have
felt at once, here speaks a man who
must haie identically the same atti-
tude toward the lhborer if she is wor-
thy ©f being called a Christian Churchb,
Let us as a Christian remember what
the workingman was to Christ. Let
us as a Christian Church remember
what the workingman was to Christ,
what we owe to the workingman, and
give him genuine respect.

Second—The Church’s Message to
Labor. Jesus Christ had something to
cay to the toller. He did not come
with the attitude, “I have a message
for the philosopher, for the scholar,
for the statesmen, for the theologian,
professor, and nothing much
to say to the workingman.” On the
other hand, Jesus had very much
to sav of value to the man who toils
and the Church today, speaking in His
name,, has a message for the laboring

eople,

Y Is there such a man as a humili-
ated laborer, who feels all the time
like apologizing because he has to soil
his hands in a common task, because
the clothes he wears bear the marks
of ordinary toil? The Church has a
message for a man like that. In the
name of Christ, let the Church say,
“Son of man, stand up upon thy feet,
respect yourself. Jesus the Son of
God was a carpenter, What you are
doing is a genuine contribution to so-
ciety.”

Is there in the ranks of labor a man
who is discouraged, feeling discour-
aized so far as he himself ig concern-
ed, feeling that what he is doing is not
worth while; discouraged so far as
social conditions are concerned, sigh-
inz for the time of nniversal brother-
hood, but the feeling it impossible of
realization? The Church has a mes-
sage for this man. He who went went
about doing good long centuries ago
is the same now as then. He who
sympathized with the laborer then is
the same today. He who said, “I must
work the works of him that .sent me,”
has conquered the grave and is still
at His task.

Third=—The Church’s Service for
Labor Our Lord not only treated the
toiler with respect and gave him words
of helpful counsel: He stood ready to
be of practical service to him. The
Christian Church ought, like her Mas-
ter, to be willing to add to her
respect and her message substantial
service.

A Heavy Loss.

The sympathy not only of the Pres-
byterian community, but of the public
generally is expressed with the people
of St. John’s Presbyterian Church,
Moncton, in the heavy loss recently
sustained by them, when their hand-
some brick church was totally destroy-
ed by fire. The church premises, in-
cluding site, building, and contents
was valued at about $40,000. The act-
ual loss by fire has been placed at §22,-
600, quite largely covered by insur-
ance. It is only a few years ago that
the congregation fully recovered from
the fire of 1894, when their former
church building was destroyed. The
people then met their loss with ener-
2y and determination and the dis-
charge of their full obligations in con-
nection with their efforts to re-build
was marked about ten years ago by
the burning of the mortghge. The
same determination has already led
to the forming of plans for the erec-
tion of a new church to be completed
at the earliest possible date. In the
meantime the Board of Schools ‘has
generously placed at their disposal for
public worship the assembly rooms of
the Aberdeen High School. The loss
will be felt all the heavier at this par-
ticular time, when the congregation is
without a minister.

The Sunday School Lesson
By Evangeline,
Feb. 22nd, Luke 11, 37-54

To a question a8 to what is the most,
striking quality #n Jesus Kang Yu
Wei, the Chinese reformer, said, “His
courage—the manliness which could
so quietly and dauntlessly face the
hatred of so many of His fellow-coun
trymen, the fierce enmity of the proud
Pharisees, and, above all, the certainty
of death, and the outward fallure of
His mission, the courage which under-
took a work so constricted, the valour
which could make and ask from others
such large sacrifices.”

One thing which stamps a man as
a man is his abhorrence of shams,
as well as his determination to break
with all that sort of thing

The story is told of Joshua Leavitt,
founder of The New York Independent,
that he had a friend who had strayed
far from the path of virtue. One day
he came to call on Leavitt in his office
when Leavitt turned in his chair and
saw who it was he thundered out:

“Sir, I abhor you! Abhor you ! !
Abhor you ! ! ! I break with all the
life for which you st ®

‘Something of this rit was mani-
fested by our Lord in the verses which
form our lesson.

He had been invited out to 'diné at
the house of a Pharisce, not at the
house of Levi to meet friends, but at
the house of one whose name is not
given to meet a large number of guests
known to be antagonistic to Him and
to His work.

The first thrust came from the host
who'expressed surprige that our Lord
had not washed before dinner,

We cannot imagine that His hands
were unclean, but that He omitted
the ceremonial washing, “as a protest
against the attempt to bind burdens
upon men and to substitute trivalities
for the weightier matters of the law.”

The cleansings required by the Mos-
aic law were founded accordance
with modern seientific of cleans-
ing, but the rabbis insisted on the|
forms and ceremonial however clean
the hands might be.

Jesus met the thrust by pointing out
that there many pious platters out-
wardly clean that are full of extortion
and wickedness., That the only real
moral purity must come from within
a right heart. If the inner life is vile
the uncleanness within is sure to defile
the outside, be sure to express itself
in a pure outward life.

This wag the sublime purpose for
which He came that He might write|
the law of God on their hearts and put|
His truth in their inward parts, that|
He might cleanse men inside and out)
from sin. |

Dr. Jefferson says: “This arch-revolu
tionist starts his conflagrations in the |
individual soul. He draws one man|
to Him, gives him a clean heart, sends|
him after another man, who in nmwi

goes after a third man and this third
man after a fourth and thus did He
weld a chain by means of which
Caesar was dragged from his throme.”

Jesus then {llustrates His teaching
by three examples from the common
life of many Pharisees to reveal them-
selves to themselves in order that
t.hegvmuht change their lives.

“Woe unto you Pharisees! for ye
tithe the mint and rue and every herb
and pass over judgment and the love
of God.” They were scrupulously ex-
act in giving the tenth even of the
homely herbs that grew in their gard-
en while paying no need to justice and
the love of God. They attached great
importance to trifles but neglected
essentials.

“Woe unto you Pharisees for ye love
the chief seats in the synagogues,” or
prominence, or rather preeminence.

“Woe unto you; for ye are as the
tombs which appear not.”« Contact
with sepulchres was considered defil-
ing and the Jews smeared them with
lime wash asunually lest travellers
touching them: unawares should be
made unclean, Jesus compared the
Pharisees to unwashed sepulchres be-
cause they defiled those who came in-
to close contact with them,

“And He said woe unto you lawyerg
(theologians) for ye load men with
burdens grievous to be borne, and ye
yourselves touch not the burdens with
one of your fingers.”

They demanded the most servile
obedience to a vast number of detalils,
applications and finferences which
were not in the but were additions
of their own which they would not
keep themselves but required others
to keep.

The next woe was.for honoring the
prophets of the past while rejecting
and persecuting the prophets of the
present and showed that it is better
to listen to the words of the living pro-
phets than to build the tombs of dead
ones. They were acting towards their
own prophets just as their fathers had
acted towards the prophets of the
past.

The next woe was pronounced upon
the lawyers because they had taken
away the key of knowledge from men,
They had locked up the truth.

Jesus was a man of decision who
always did what He ought to have
done, There was nothing of that
weak and silly softne:s in His rela-
tions with men so characteristic of
the present. His was not a pliable,
wavering, inverebrate life, but a life of
iron and steel, of quick vision, sober,
steady, judgment, and sharp, keen, de-
cisive will.

“He could patiently wait,” said
Phillips Brooks, “until a publican :-ohld‘
unsnarl himself out of the meshes of
his low voeation, but He cut with a
word like a sword through the solemn
trifling of the Pharisees.”

Jesus demands absolute sincerity of
thought, word and deed. He abhors|
sham of every sort. He disdains zml
outward show that is not in keeping
with inward feeling.

May our prayer ever be “By Thy
unsparing denunciation of all prtence
create in me a hatred of all sham—all
insincerity.”
