M'Advartlu to keep up Inthe Race.

On item of §$10,700 for immigration
Mr. Stewart (Northumberland) want-
ed to know how they proposed to
spend the money.

Hon, Mr. Murray said if the honor-
able member would look at the audi-
.tor genmeral’s report for last year he
would find the details. The amount
allotted this year was much smaller
than usual, and he hoped it would be
considerably more in the near future.
All the other provinces of Canada and
otheér overseas dominions were spend-
fng very large amounts annually in
advertising, and unless New Bruns-
wick was to fall behind in the race
for new settlers it must do the same.
In addition to newspaper advertising,
they made use of illustrated lectures
all over the British Isles. Items of
expenditure regarding London office
were shown in the accounts, and he
only regretted that they had not more
money available for they could do
much more good work. The more ad-
vertising the province got the better
results could be expected. The late
Mr. Bowder was an excellent official
* and did very efficient work, but with
more advertising he could have done
better. Some of the other provinces
phfd as much for rent of their offices
in London as New Brunswick paid for
The new agent
general, Mr, Sumner, would probably,
he thought, be able to get in touch
with other interests than Mr. Bowder
had dealt with, and he thought it
would be a means of bringing capital
_to this province. It would be remem-
bered that last year the late Mr. Leon-
ard Palmer was promoting a ecoloni-
gation scheme which would have had
very beneficial results, and he (Mur-
ray) regretted that his untimely
death had prevented the scheme from
being carried out. A short time ago,
before war broke out, there was a
proposition to spend $50,000 as Mari-
time Province advertising scheme.
The I. C. R. would have shared in it.
and it had received the approval of
Premier Borden, Sir Thomas Shaugh-
nessy and other prominent men, It
was one of the most extensive adver-
tising schemes ever undertaken for
the Maritime Provinces which would
havé been of untold benefit, but the
war had unfortunately stopped it.

Mr. Stewart (Northumberland) said
that while he agreed with the last
speaker in principle he thought it was
searcely patriotic at present time to
geek to bring settlers from Great Bri-
tain when that country needed all its
4 own people to stay where they were.

Hon. Mr. Murray sald that immigra-
tion like. every other business wmust
be carried on at all times, both in duil
times and busy times unless it was to
fall through altogether. At present
t{ime there were thirty domestic ser-
vants on their way from England and
the temporary agent who had “een
operating in Denmark was starting
from that country almost immediate-
1y with a party of fifty Danes. These
had been shown to be a very desirable
elass of settlers, as the colony of
‘New Denmark would show. Personally
he felt it would be very unwise to cur-
tail all expenditure under the present
eircumstances, for although immigra-
tion might be slow just at present,
when the war was over it would be
greater than ever. .

In reply to Mr. Swim's inquiry,
Hon. Mr. Murray sald that all the im
migrants from Denmark were agricul-
turists and . those from Britain were
domestic servants.

Hon. Mr. Murray sald that the ren-

spent some time at the present Dan-
4sh settlement referred to by the hon-
orable member and had found things
yery satisfactory there, 8o that it ‘vas
‘the intention of the government to

which was known as the Blue Bell
track. This was a very excellent tract
of land and well sulted for settlement
purposes, But it was difficult for some
of the young men tp carry out some of
the provisions of the settlement regu-
lations, particularly so far as going
on the land and living upon it when
they were ! perhaps only eighteen or
nineteen years old, and did not wish
just. at that time to get married.
These young men however, should he
encouraged to take up their own land,
and he would like to see a more sym-
pathetic attitude shown toward them.
There had been certain incidents dur-
ing the past winter which meant that
there would be stumpage to be col-
lected on lumber which he believed
really belonged to the young men who
had started taking up some of the
land and he further believed this stum-
page ghould be put aside when col-
lected in a separate fund so that it
would be returned to the young set:
tlers when they fulfilled the require-
ments of regulations.
Hon. Mr. Murray said that at no time
in the history of the province had
there been so much earnest effort put
forward to keep the young people
within the province, as the work is
now being carried on by the agricul-
tural department in conjunction with
the farm settlemnt board and immi-
graqtion brapch. with the co-operation
of the crown land department. All
their energles were being put forth to
retain our own young men, for there
could not be any better settlers put
on the land of the province than New
Braunswick's own young men.
Dr. Price said that he believed that
the Intercolonial Railway should have
a representative in Great Britain as
other great lines of railways of the
Dominion have. This policy had been
inaugurated by the C. P. R. some years
ago,~and ‘had worked out most advan-
tageoisly and profitably. He believed
not only should the I. C. R, have an
agency in Great Britain but it also
should establish connection there
with one of the great trans-Atlantic
steamship companies, and that the
agent-general of the Maritime Prov-
inces could co-operate with the Inter-
colonial Railway in doing good work
for the whole of Canada, and particu-
larly that portion which was served
by the Intercolonial Railway.

At the annual meeting of maritime
board at Newecastle in 1913 he had
moved a resolution urging that such
steps be taken. That resolution,
which he read to the house, had been
unanimously passed and the gquestion
was a live subject at the meeting.
He believed it was still a live subject,
and suggested that the hon. minister
for agriculture might take the matter
up again with the manager of the In-
tercolonial Railway. He believed the
people of the Maritime Provinces
would like to see something done
along that line, as he believed it would
be in the interest of the I. C. R. if the
suggestion was carrled out. ‘The
province should be glad that it was to
have the services in London of .Mr.
Sumper. He was a big man and he
would be able to do good work there,
either in conjunction with the repre-
sentatives of the Dominion govern-
ment railway system in London, a po-
sitio which he would be well able to
fill.

Unification of Commercial Laws.

On an item of $250 for uniformity of
legislation, Hon. Mr. Baxter said that
the amount which was to be voted was
a modest sum but it was to be the
first contribution by any legislature
in the Dominion toward simplication
and unification of commercial laws of
Canada. When he first came to the
legislature he proposed to the then
attorney-general that something along
this line should be done and the pre-
sent Judge Grimmer took the matter
up and at that time there was at least
achieved the passing of a resolution
favoring the proposal.
