Three Seen in Copequid Bay,
Near Truro.

AN EXCITING CHASE.

One Monstery Eighty-five Feet Long,

--Other Two Escaped--Great Ex-
citement Caused in Truro and
Vicinity. :

————

T.u o, Amil 16—(Special)—Intense ex-
citement prevails here and down the bay
over the capture of an immense whale
in Cobequid Bay, 15 miles from town,
near Great Village on the North Shore.
Yesterday three whales were seen travel-

spouting water 30 feet into the air. They
created a great commotion for a time.

When they quieted’ down some, two
boats manned by eight men.all told, cap-
tained by George Barmes and Fletcher
Spencer put out irom Highland Village,
five miles from Head Bay, in chase. The
men were armed Wwith spikes, rifles and
aves. They first fired a number of heavy
charges into the largest of the monsters,
causing him to flounder madly. After a
hard fight they succeeded in injuring the
whale’s eyes so as to blind him and final-
ly brought him to.

The men towed the carcass to Spencer’s
Point today and have it’ anchoréd ready
for cutting in. The whale measures 85
feet over all, and ‘12 feet in diameter.
Two vears ago a small whale, 25 feet,
cameé into Cobequid and stranded on the
mud four ‘miles nearer Truro than where
the present whale is anchored.

Many boats. are searching for the two
escaped whales. The muddy waters caus-
ed by the heavy rush of the Shubenaca-
die river, confused the whales, so it ap-
peared, and they could mot find the out-
let to reach the'open sea.
