The largest British sailing vessel afloat
arrived in Boston Thursday night, when
the four-masted steel bark Brilliant, Capt
C: Morrison, arrived from Iquique, with a
cargo of 5,600 tons of nitrate of soda. The
yesse! sailed froem the Chilean port October
16, and called at Delaware Breakwater, from
where she was towed to Boston. She will
discharge part of her cargo in Boston. The
remainder will be taken to Philadelphia by
her. The Brilliant is a steel ‘four-masted
bark of 3,609 tons net and 3,765 tons gross.
She is 352.5 feet long, 49.1 feet beam, and
28.2 feet depth of hold. She was built at
Port Glasgow in 1901 and bhails from Lon-
don, where she is owned by the Anglo-
American Oi! Company, a connection of the
Standard Oi! Company. The Brilllant is
equipped with water ballast tanks.

Roderick McKenzie, of Bank
of Montreal, Kingston,
Victim of Drug

FORMERLY OF ST. JOHN

Had Also Worked at Newcastle, N. B.,
and Halifax—Entered the Service
Nearly 40 Years Ago—Father Was
One of Chief Men in Hudson Bay
Company,

Kingston, Ont., Feb. 4—(Special)—The
body of the man found near the railroad
track here Saturday morning has been
identified as that of Roderick Mackenzie,
manager of the Bank of Montreal, in this
city. He was found dead near the G. T.
R. tracks, two and one-half miles east
of the lower station, at 8.30 o’clock.

When the body was found it had not
become cold, so that death had occurred
not more than half an hour previous. It
was found that death had resulted from a
drug which Mr. Mackenzie had taken.
The bottle was found, also a small bottle
of glycerine, in his pocket.

Mr. Mackenzie was born in Lennoxville
(Que.) fifty-seven years ago. His father
was ochief factor of the Hudson’s Bay
Company. In 1867 he entered the service
of the Bank of Montreal at.- Montreal and
continued with it ever since. He sérved
at Halifax, St. John (N. B.), Newcastle
(N. B.), Cornwall and Kingston.

SUNDAY BULL FIGHT FOR
WORDCCAN BERFORMERS

All the Foreign Delegates Attended
| Except the British and American

| e
8ix Thousand Oheered as BEach
| Horse Was Horribly Mutilated
| by Infuriated Beasts Which, in’
| Turn, Were Slain by Matadors.

Algeciras, Teb. 4—The brilliant though
bloody spectacle of a bull fight in honor
of the conference on Moroccan reforms
was the event of today. Crowds came
from all parts of Andalusia to the vast
stone ampitheatre where the bull ring is,
and more than 6,000 mpersons saw the
fight. A box gaily decorated with the
Spanish colors, accommodated the am-
bassadors and officials of many countries.
Most of the delegations to the conference
were represented and many of the envoys
were accompanied by their wives and
daughters. The Duke of Almodovar, the
Spanish foreign minister, who is president
of the conference, accompanied by the
duchess, was the centre of a group of
ambassadors and white-garbed Moors and
throngs of Spanish women in picturesque
costumes lent the touch of quaintness to
the animated scene. ;

The American and British delegates did
not attend.

Three celebrated bull fighters furnished
the aport, and the bulls were from the
famous herd of Don Moreno Santa Maria,
of Seville. The firet animal brought into
the ring, a huge black Andalusian beast,
killed two homses before the matador,
Lagartijo, ekilfully drove his sword to
the hilt into the animal which fell dead.
Thousands cheered at this moment and
the band played a Spanish fandango. The
{ bull was ceremoniously dedicated to the
Duke of Almodovar by Matador Morenita,
whioch is a custom of the country. It
proved to be an ugly fighter and gored
the blind horse of a picador. This bull was
also dispatched. !

Another bull killed five horses, four of
them dying in- the arena while the fifth,
terribly gored, staggered outside and died.

The picadore were often unhorsed but
none of them were eeriously hurt. The
gkill of the matadors was shown as they
piroutted before the bellowing bulls,
which were stung to madness by the darts
with their gay sireamers stuck into them.
The foreigners present witnessed the
scene with mingled admiration at the au-
| dacity of the matadors and horror at its
cruelty. ! .
