' THE FYTURE OF ASIA
Is it to be Asia against the world? This
is the interesting question raised in an

article in the February number of the
Fortnightly Review, the writer of which
is of opinion that if the policy of oriental
exclusion is continued by Europe and Am-
erica there will result a unification of Asia
for absolute control of that continent, to
the exclusion of the white race.

The Review article, as summarized by
the New York Journal of Commerce, pre-
sents these considerations:
