Concerning Missing Money Letters in
New Brunswick.

The report of Hon. Mr. Dampbell, Post-
master General, contains @& number of
interesting facts relative to Postal

Mastters in our own Provisoe, of which we
note a few for the benefit of our Provingial

readers.

Report No. 9, of New Brunswick, is a
statement of Lost Letters alleged to have
contained money, or letters of which the
contents are alleged to have been ab-
stracted while in charge of the Postal
anthorities. For the year ending June
30, 1871, fourteen formal complaints ap-
pear to have been lodged and investigated.
In no instance was there a successful result.
Three of these letters were registered ; but
registration appears to have beem no
protection,—that is, if the senders were
honest in claiming to have enclosed
monies. Thus E. A. Margison, of Centre
ville, complains that he mailed in that
office on July 23, 1870, a letter to Z. R.
Everett, Fredericton, alleged to enclose
$15. The letier was registered. Mr
Everett alleges that the letter was receivedw
¢ without contents.”” The laspector’s]
report on this case is: ‘ Enquiry unsuc
cessful. No evidence to account for
alleged discropaney.” Beventeen days
later, or on Aug. 9, J. E. Pryor mailed at.
the same Post Office a registered letter
addressed to I. & F. Burpee, St. John,
alleged to contain $75. Messrs Burpee
say it came to hand ‘ without contents.”
The Inspector’s report on this cage.s in the
same terms as in the other ingfance. As
the senders were different and the receivers
different, in each case, there was no possi-
bility of collusion, even if all the parties
were not in good standing. :The.infer.
ence is irresistible that the contents were
stolen while these registered letters were
under the care of the Department. It
would appeear, then, from these facts .that
while the Post Office charges.a special-fee’
for the additional security provided by
registration, it is unable to prevent letters
beingtampered with. The fact is, however,
that registration daes not present the total
loss of letters—eontents and all,—as -we
find in the report that T. W . Smith, Upper
Haynesville, on the.8th .Feb., 1871, mailed
a letter to Steeves Brothers, St. John, en-
closing $50. Ho registered it and holds the
Post Office’s receipt. The letter was never
heard of afterwards! The dnspector’s re-
port on this letter is': ** Enquiry ansuccess-
ful. - No evidence to account for ‘alleged
discrepancy,”’—rvather a singular kind of
discrepancy, by the bye. And yet with the
result of investigation in this case before
his eyes, the Inspector has returned as his
report in the eleven other cases which he
examined, ‘* No trace owing o want of re-
gistration, as if he had not himself proved
¢¢ rogistration’’ to be worthless!

Three of the missing letters alleged to
have contained money were mailed at
Riocbibucto. Sept. 5, 1870, Kcnneth B.
Forbes mailed a letter containing $24 to
J. T. McLean & Co., Halifax ; and a fort-
night later, or Sept. 19, G. Kerr, Richi-
bucto, mailed $49 to William Canard,
Halifax ; and, on the same day, Jacob
Ferguson, mailed in the same office $25 to
Ames, Millard & Co., Montreal. Neither
of the letters was received or any trace
again heardof'them. Amother letter mailed
to [alifax, in Feb. 10, 1871, appears to
have gone astray.—from Rev. — Smith,
St. Stephen, to Rev. Dr. Pickard, contain-
ing $16. Referring to the Nova Scotia
report we find that of the twelve
money letters lost in tbat Province, in
the same period, ten were addressed
to Halifax! In-connexion with these facts
it should be remembered that a clerk in the
Halifax office, 2 few months ago, was ar-
rested anpd admitted his repeated thefts of
money letters, and was allowed by the
authorities to leave the Province. The
losers of money are now properly pressing
the Dominion Government to refund the
-ums which they respectively entrusted to
the keeping of its officials about that time,
and which were lost.

That additional safeguards should sur-
round the transmission of correspondence,
especially letters of value,—both in justice
to the reputation of Postmasters and the
interests of the correspondents—is abund-
antly established even by the meagre facts
presented in this report. Take the cases of
Centreville and Richibucto. Two register-

_ed letters mailed at the former place go
astray. Two letters mailed at the latter
place on the same day,—one for Halifax,
the other for Montreal, are lost. On the

and doubtless would have been avoided,
were more of the related facts set forth.

To other parts of this Report we may
refer again, meantime noting that there is
not the slightest reference in any portion of
it to the sums reccived as postage on news
papers. This tax is most uupopular, and
seeing that the Dominion Government has
an overflowing Treasury, it ought to be
sbolished. If the Opposition from Ontério
would assist the supporters of the Govern
ment, we have little doubt that at the
present time its abolition might be secured ;
but'we need expect little help from that
quarter when we find Mr. McKenzie, the
Leader of the Grits, in reply to Mr. Smith,
of Westmoreland, defending the Stamp
Duty and refusing to aid in an effort to
remove it, although the whole amount of
revenue received from it, does not exceed
$100,000 all over the Dominion. The
amount of revenue from the tax on news
papers we believe to be quite out of pro
portion to the amnoyance caused by its
imposition.

The Imperial Guarantee.

tAs the value of the Imperial Guarantee
of &€ Dominion Loan of twelve anda half
millions of 'dollars for public works has
\heen considerably canvassed, a Ministerial
opinion -on: the.subject will probably be
read with interest. The Montreal Gazetle
says :— ,

- 4 The, guaranbee of a loan towards the
construction of the Pacific railway and the
enlargement of the canals, is a matter of
much more..importance than the mere
money saving invelved in them. Theloan
amounts to $12 560,000, and it is not too
much to expect that upon that a saving of
at least two per cent will be made in nego-
tiating the necessary‘loans for completing
the important poblic improvements con
templated. That is.egqual to an annual
saving of a quarter of a million of dollars,
no small consideration:in the balance sheet
of the future. . But :it-by no me-ns repre-
sents the advantanges to be derived from
this arrangement. This additional guaran-
tee of, & loan for colonial purposes is tie
practical-answer tothose who contend that
[mperial statesmen are anxious to get rid
of the colonies. It is an additional evidence
of the interest which England feels in her
great North American dependency ; and as
a praetieal .exemplification of that interest
it cannot be without its influence. Nothing
tends more to the injury of this Dominion
than the feeling of uncertainty as to its
future which some people among ourselves,
and some people in England, very foolishly
foster. This additional evidence of Im
perial interest in Canada must tend to les-
sen greatly, if it does not altogether de-
stroy, this feeling ; it must promote great
er confidence in the stability of our ins:i.1 =
tions and the perpetuation of the connec-
tion with the mother country ; and in doing
this it must largely promote our materia!
prosperity and advancement.

Then again, so far as these works are
concerned, it must greatly facilitate their
success to have the Imperial Government
associated with the Canadian in their pro-
motion. In order that they may be suc-
cessfully carried out, it will be necessary
to go to England for a very considerable
lcan. In spite of the great Erosperihy of
Canada, in spite of the fact that the sur-
plus of this year will representa capital,
assuming interest at six per cent, of nearly
thirty-five millions of dollars. and that the
revenues of the country must be enormous-
ly iocreased by the improvements which
are contemplated, we shall be all the
stronger in going upon the English market
for the loans required for railway and canal
construction, with an [mperial guarantee
for a portion of the amount at our back. It
is certain, therefore, the association of the
English Government in these enterprises,
implied by this guarantee, will promote
the floating of our own bonds, and effect a
saving in annual interest, far beyond what
is represented by the saving of intercst on
the amount guaranteed. Taking it alto-
gether, 1 am convinced that the Govern-
ment have made an admirable arrange-
ment, and that the more it is discassed the
more satisfied will the people of Canada
become with it. To the fact that the Oppo-
sition foresee this, is to be attributed their
exhibition of temper to-day over the not
by any means unusual circumstance that
the Press obtained early communication of
the substance of the correspondence which
has jurt been laid upon the table.””

THE SUPREME COURE

One of the chief distinctions of the Capi-
tal is, that it is the seat of the Supreme
Court, where sit the judges to hear and re-
hear appecals from the lower courts; to
administer justice toall parties. liere ome
may gain a glimpse of the majesty of the
law, of its uncertainties and delays, and
learn how strong is the litigious spirit in
the homan breast. New Brunswick has
always had reason to be proud of her
judges, and been able to boast that they
would grace any judicial bench in the Em-
pire. Members of the bar pronounce with
affection the name of Robert Parker, and
remember with pride the eminent men who
have sat in that Court. Some may be in-
clined to say that the distinction of the
(Court has a little waned since the
days when Chief Justice Chipman, Sir
James - Carter. Robert and Neville
Parker, and Wilmot presided there.
though they would be thcfirst to resent
«ny aspersion cast by laymen on ths Lonor,
purity, and ability of the bench.

The distinction of the Supreme Court i~
derived, solely, from character and ability,
—from the idea of the majesty of the law
as embodied in the judges, and gains no-
thing from any adventitious adjuncts.

When the Supreme Court sits in Freder-
icton it is (not to speak profanely,) anillus
tration of Petruchio’s address to Katherine
—* peither are you the worse of this poor
furniture or mean array for honor ’peareth
in the meanest habit.”” Certainly *‘oui
Judges”’ sit in'a very humble building, one
that exemplifies the simplicity and unpre-
tentiousness of the ‘‘good old days.”” We
can hardly think that the people of the
Province will be much longer content that
their Judges shall be accommodated in this
ancient Chamber. But the question of our
Legislative buildings isa delicate matter
to deal with in speaking of Fredericton,
-0 we will pass it lightly by.  Probably
there may be many people in St John who
have never seen the Chamber of the Su
preme Court of the Province. Let them
imagine a moderate sized carpetted apart-
ment, with windows looking out, on the
front, over the Province grounds, the Par
telow house (now the residence of Judge
Allen) with its old willows in the rcar
Its walls are of an ochrey color, and i
sunny weather it has 1ather a light, airy,
cheerful appearance.  On one side of this
apartment is a raised platform- a rostrum
on which are ranged the desksand chairs
ot the Jadges. On the wall behind isa
framed representation of the Royal arms-
the lion rampanton the Crown, with ** Geo.
IV.” marked in the corners. On each
side of the Royal Arms is a female figure,
one with a corona of rays about her head
holding the scales and drawn sword ;
the other holding a mirror in one hand
and an oper book in the other, signifying,
no doubt, that by justico and wisdom is
the Crown supported. On the opposite
wall is a half length portrait of Chief Jus-
tice Chipman, showing a fresh-colored and
cheerful countenance. The clerk’s table is
immediately below the Judges’ rostrum,
and facing it are two lines of desks, the
outer one, occupied by ordinary Barristers,
like an irregular horse-shoe, enclosing the
other, which is occupied by Queen’s
Qoansel and Crown lawyers. On the
iefs of the rostrum is the door léading
to the Judges’ apartment ; to the right, the
one leading to

THE LAW LIBRARY

and anteroom. In this Yibrary, about the
size of a modern parlor, may be seen at
times all the promipent legal talent of the
P:ovince. Here the counsel use to rest them

selves, and the learned air is sometimes re-
dolent of all-pervading tobacco smoke.
Here, at one of the windows facing the
river, may be often seen two learned gentle-
men, duly begowned, laying their heads
together, which (as Hamlet says) surely
means ** miching mallecho,”’—mischief.
Here a barrister of a becoming portly ap-
pearance, of a ruddy, cheerful countenance
and youthful withal, may be seen and
heard recounting some anecdote, or letting
off a good thing, which is sure to be well
done. Here, with true brotherly freedom
and not a spice of malice, the arguments
of the Counsel before the Judges are criti-
cised. Here every subject, professional,
political and social, is canvassed with legal
wit and acumen. Here may be seen the
young Attorney General ; hishat is off and
it iy seen that he has scant bhair and much
forehead that inclines to bend forward.
About his eyes there is an introspective
thoughtful look ; not fluent but hesitating
rather in ordinary speech, he only warms
into eloquence when stirred by opposition

He can think upon his feet, not an easy
feat, and if Le is rather inclined to be too
speculative for practical popular oratory.
it is a good fault, as it shows he takes a
deep view of a subject, Towering above bis
middle stature, rather swart and black-hair-
ed,with that Diome lian step,that oldNestor
said betokened ambition and determination
to rise, may beseen the Attorney General’s
legal brother and partner. llere.sometimes
may be seen the cloquent Wedderburn,
with a slight stoop in his gait, and an air
of not total unconsciousness of personal
advantages. But let us

ona particular day. All the Judges are
sitting, and judgment is being given in a
complicated case of bankruptey. Only the
Chief Justice nnd Judge Fisher give judg-
ment, as the other Judges are mixed up in
some way with the case,—but that by the
way, for we are not interested in the
merits of the case, and care not to listen
very attentively to the arguments.
[t is more interesting to note the look of
the Chamber, where judgment is finally
decreed, and to note the aspect of the
Judges, in whose decisions the people rest
secure in their pcrsons, rights and proper-
ty. Todrop a remark, by the way, we
may say that the most important business is
generally carricd on in the most quict,
unsensational manner. We do not know
whether it is accounted a kind of °* leze
majesty’’ or not, to speak ol our Judges
when in Court; but we mean no treason
and will give no offence.

Gazing at the grave line of Justices cn
of memories iu‘

avakened, and the mind isoarried back to
the most stigfing epoohs in the history of
the Provines,—to the ifitroduction of
Responsible Government and the ¢omsnm-
mation of” Confederation. Promtinent
actors in these-sgtitring times, our Judges
are landmarks in the way. They, tospeak
in # safe, gencral public way, safely
escaped from the war of politics, now sit
above the common - turmoil, and are so
transmuted, in the serene judicial atmes.
phere, that the most -prejudiced can scarce
recognize in the grave Judge the political
schemer, the bitter party opponent.
THE INDIVIDUALITY OF OUR JUDGES

is very strongly marked. The Chief Jus-
tice sits in the centre of his colleagues by
right of official position, and looks the con-
trolling force of the Bench. The full fore-
head ard [ace, the kindling eye, the decis
ive mouth and high complexion give as
surance of copigus legal lore, decisive opin-
nions, and peremptory, even irascible, ex
pression. [t cannot be imagined that the
pain of indecision or the conflict of feeling
and judgment would embarass his mind in
the most critical cases. If this can not
be #aid of Judge Kisher, the canse may be
found in the very large social affections of
the man, though it must not be interred
that a stern decisive judgment be wanting
in these amiable qualities ; he may besaid
to have a largeness of ideas with u loose
ness of expression, and is fond of taking
general views of a case, but is impatientof
or deficient in close, hard, minute; logical
thinking. Judge Allen sits to the right of
the Chief. There is an air of repose about
his figure bat no irresolution. In the gray
whiskers, the black hair, and the fall smil
ing face, there is a pleasing mingling ol
the joyouspess of youth and the solidity ol
maturity. Judge Allen’s strength we
opine, lies in his strong perceptions,—in
clegrly perceiving the points of a case, pa
tiently following them out, and clearly ex
pressing them without redundance. How
opposed, by all appearance, in character
are the judges who sit to theright of Judge
Allen and the left of Judge Fisher. Therc
is an elegance and courtesy ahout Judge
Weldon, who seems sometimes troubled
with an excess of nervousness that causes
a hesitation in the specch and sends the
flush to the face. On the other hand, Judge
Wetmore sits the personation of imper-
turbable coolness, prepared to differ from
his brother Judges if such be necessary,
and ready to assign a reason for the faith
that is in him.

=% The Telegraph, reterring to the pro
vision in the Washington Treaty for
aholishing the export duty on American
lumber shipped from St. John, says :(—

When the export duty is taken off the
logs cut in Maine, it ought to be taken off
all lawber cut in New Bronswick. I:
would be very difficult, if not impossible,
to make a distinction.

We hold that thé Export Duty should
be abolished on all timber shipped from
New Brunswick, whether the Washington
Treaty goes into operation or not. It is
opposed to correct principles of commerce ;
it is & barrier to the extension of our trade,
forming in the aggregate a serious tax
on an industry that is accompanied with
great risks and occasionally subject to se-
rious vicissitudes. An earnest effort on
the part of the lumbering interest, backed
up, as it would be, by the> Press and the
Commercial classes generally, could scarce-
ly fail to be successful in securing removal
of the daty. The time is com
ing when tho Local Government will be
required to find some other source from
which to obtain revenue, and its members
may as well give the subject timely con
sideration.

ing season. The arrangements for these
latter are in progress, and, it is hoped, may
be successfully completed. 1t is pot ur-
likely that if these efforts to secure for the
public of St. John a hearing of the most
exalted talent, and the highest character
of lectures, are met with favor, the Trus
tees will be able next season to supply a
course of lectures by other distinguished

men, both lay and clerical, from abroad.

Western Union Telegraph Company's New
fices.

The second removal of the Western
Union Telegraph Company’s offices within
a few years is now taking place from the
offices corner of Market Square and Prince
Wm. St., to the large “four story brick
tuilding, corner of King St. and Market
Square. The whole building has under-
gone a complete alteration. In the lower
flat the whole front has been taken out and
one window now comprises the front. The
plates, of which there are eight, are each
14 ft. long and 2 ft. 3 in. wide.

The lower flat is divided in three com-
partments. The first, to which there isan
cntrance from King St., is entirely sepa
rate from the rest of the office ; the finish-
ings are mahogany. Three desks, on
which_to write messages, extend around
the sides and one end of this division ; to
the right of this and facing King St., 1s the
Manager’s private office, which communi-
cates with the public waiting room by a
small window ; the other half of the build-
ing to the rear of these two rooms is occu-
pied by the clerks. The height of the divi-
ding walls of these three offices is 6 ft. 6 in.
18 iaches of the top being ground glass,
the floors are pitch pine.

The painting of the walls throughout
the building is French Gray. The graining
of the woodwork and the painting has all
been done by Blakslee and Whitenect, the
carpenter work by Mr. Cromwell.

The second flat will be used as the ope
rating rcom, there are here four tables,
each capable of accommodating four op::
rafors.

The thirJ flat will be for storing material
used in the office. The battery occupies
the fourth flat. Thirty cups supply the
electric fluid that flashes news to all parts
of the world. A coating of asphalt is laid
on the floor to keep the acid from eating
up the wood.

Three arched windows on each flat, ex-
cept the lower, light up the building per-
fectly. The height of the ceilings from
the floor of each flat is fourteen feet, mak-
ng it easy to ventilate.

The building will be heated with hot
air. Mr. W, E. Everittput in the furnaces
made at his manufactory.

These new offices are in a central
part of the city and within five
minutes walk of all the railways, depots
and steamboat landings, and quite con-
venient to the North and South Wharves
whence come most of the telegraphic mes-
sages. They are light, airy, cheerful and
handsome. The staff ot this institution is
composed of ten. R. T. Clinch, Esquire,
Chief Superintendent in the Maritime Pro,
vinces, has his headquarters here. Thos.
M. Robinson, Esq.,one of the most obliging
of official¢, is manager of the St. John
office. Four operators assist him. There
are three clerks, five messengers, a battery-
man, and a repairman. In a few days the
new office will be in thorough working
order. :

Among the noticeable improvements is a
pneumatic tube for sending messages from
the first to the second flat. In the old office
a small box, with & weight and a spring
answered the purpose.
