I the hockey and skating associations of 
the- United States and Canada has 
been effected, which means a resump- 
tion of the international ice sports for 
championship honors, which were in­
terrupted when war called into service 
so many of the athletes of both coun­
tries. 2

According to Cornelius Fellowes, 
president of the International Skating 
Union of America, the alliance refer­
red to will bring hockey and the var­
ious other ice sports and the joint con­
trol of that organization and the Can­
adian Amateur Hockey Association, 
and a working arrangement is now be­
ing planned to bring about a series of 
competitions between the skating and 
hockey clubs now being reorganized. 
Mr. Fellowes said yesterday:

"We will have at least three clubs 
with which to begin the local hockey 
series, and the old favorite players who 
remain active enough to participate In 
the sport will be distributed between 
them to form the nucleus of new teams 
which will have to be built up to re- 
present them.
