THE FRENCH AEMY,

Nxw Yoax, Aprll 13.—The Sun's cable says :
The Bourgeolsie of Franse have been thrown
futo a state ot fierce alarm by the acceptance
by the Chamber of Daputles of the prinoiple
of the new army bill. Under the present
gystem young lawyers, dootors and other per-
gons are able to avoid the five years’
term by volupteering for one year, but the
new law proposes that nothlng short of phy-
sical 1noapacity shall exempt anybody from
three years’ service, The blll would ralge the
peace footing of the army from 480,000 to
760,000 men, and the annual cost from 24-
000,000 pounds to 30,000,000 pounds. Peace
with such an army would be ag8 expensive as
was, At present the conscription draws so
large & number from Industry anda agriculture
that labor bas to bs exbenslvely lmported
from Germany, Italy and Belglum. Probably
the bill will be withdrawn.
