When an institution no longer
suits the needs of those it is designed
to serve, it should be changed. Does
frosh week continue to suit the needs
of our ever-more-cosmopolitan, ever-
more-sophisticated, and ever-more-
mature student body? I think not. We
need to rise above the institutional-
ized inanity of frosh week to develop
a more mature approach to initiating
people into what are supposed to be
“the best years of their lives.”
