Add
the likes of last year’s midget team and
Robert and Primeau assembled quite a
club

“Joe is the up front man, the public
relations guy,”’ interjects Robert

of Guelph. They proved to be as good on the

“Rather than playing in the house league
the only alternative was to go out on our
own,” adds Robert

Robert was an acquaintance of Maurice
Landry, the Burlington team owner, and a
meeting was finally arranged with
representatives of Mississauga, Burlington,
Ingersoll and Niagara-on-the-Lake.

All teams were playing in a loosely-
scheduled fashion and all people involved
decided a new league was the only solution.

“The other three teams followed once the
league was set says Robert.

The Indians because of lack of ice time in
the Mississauga area are playing their
home games at Double Rinks Arena.

“We would like to play in Mississauga but
there just does not seem to be anytime for
ice around,”” says Robert

Currently in first place in the league, the
Indians play an 18-game schedule and
playoffs.

The top four teams comprise the cham-
pionship level with the teams finishing in
fifth, sixth and seventh place respectively
playing in a consolation final,

“We hope something can be worked out.so
we can get back in Mississauga ‘and play,”
says Robert, ‘‘but we’ll just have to wait
and see.”

Mississaugans should hope that the In-
dians wishes come true.
