Miss Mackenzie and Carlyle left Vancouver by the 
"Niagara” sailing from Vancouver on Wednesday the 20th June 1934.

We do not anticipate that the proceedings which 
have been instituted, willoome before our Court before the end of 
February 1935, and under these circumstances any information which 
you are able to let us have before that time will be extremely 
useful.
