Sirt I present my humble duty to Your Majesty.

Were His Excellency
prepared to consider an extension of his term, I would be
very pleased so to recommends Lord Athlone has, however,
informed me that he does not think he should entertain the
idea of having his term extended,

before making a recommendation to Your Majesty as to
Lord Athlone's successor,
