"The French cavalry, which is
now getting its first real test of the war, jupported
by English cavalry, is pitted against heavy masses
of Germman Uhlans, supported by Austrian cavilry,
flung forward through Germany in the Dresent su-
preme effort tocrush the Allled amy.

The invaders at last reports were still holiing their
positions at Roye. where the fighting is furiss night
and day, but they lost heawily mear Solssons.

Arms, one of the finest old Cities in northwestern
France, has been partly destroyed by a great artil-
lery duel which is still raging there between the
French and Germang,

Arouind Lille, German trogps from the grmy of
Genreral Von Kluck snd the French are locked in a
death grip for the possesgston of the city.

The invaders are struyggling tlercely for posses-
sion of Amlens in order to cut the line of commyni-

No Napoeonic conflict equalled the pregent one
in size and intensity, There have been 27 days of
fighting over a battle line that stretches for 200 milés
through France and Belgium to the North fea. Al-
though fighting is golne on all along the line the hos-
tilities proceeding in the Alsne Valley along the Qlse
and Somme Rivers and on the Begian frontier are
fraught with the biggest developments, and conge-
quently command major attentjonn. The battly aroynd
Arras hegan on October 1st, and has been raging
fiercely ever since with artillery thundering night
and day. The whole region around the city became
a veritable inferno. A1l ground was the unceasing
hail of shells and this cannongde was accompanied
by vast destruction and death,

The Russlary and German general staffs are now
engaged in a battle of strtegy that has no paralel
in history except the Manchurian mplgn, There
the Figssians and Japirese had vast masses of men
operating over along battle Cront. In that campaign
the Ruggian General §taff was outpinted by the Ja~
