To deprive men of faith is a crime 
against the individual, against society", 
against humanity. .Xgainst the indiv­
idual it is iu a sense a greater crime than 
murder. Murder means the loss of na­
tural life. Unbelief, replacing faith, is 
the privation of the supernatural life of 
grace, and the consequent destination 
of its victim to an eternity 
ing. It is a crime against society. 
Practical faith in the hearts of men is 
the cure for the cankers of modern so­
ciety. Catholic doctrine on marriage is 
the ‘ antidote for divorce. Catholic 
principles of “ Justice and Right " will 
banish socialism and regulate the con­
duct | between employer and employees 
between capital and labor. Bethlehem, 
Nazareth, Calvary are homes, where 
rich and poor, capitalist and laborite, 
may abide in peace together. Just as 
the rocky hillside offers bette r protec­
tion for the growth and development of 
the grape-vine then does the low damp 
valley, so do the sterling principles of 
Catholic doctrine afford a more abun­
dant and lasting peace to society than 
the fever-breeding valleys of socialism 
and false philosophy.
