Christ gave
His doctrine once for all, and it must be
the same in every age.

the world. Men are progreming every
day, they make new discoveries in all the
xciences, and find new laws for the planets
a8 they roll in the heavens.
They make new discoveries by dim:g
into the bowels of the earth, Everything
changes and everything belonging to man
must change. Man himself changes. He
rises from childhood to old age and then
dies, and everything beginning with him
must change, Yes, everything leginning
with man must change and everything
bhuman must change; but the Church is
not human and therefore does not change.
oms may rice and fall. Constitu-
tions may be invented more perfect than
others. Everything around us takes the
change that we ourselves pass through,
but the Church of God was not built b{
man and therefore does not change wit
him; and though men may say that she
shon vance and progress, she cannot
do 8o, for she has her doctrine direct from
God and she cannot change it without
destroying herself. But people eay it is
impoesible that a church could remain
unchanged. * In' this world where every-
thing around us is constantly undergoin
modificatios;, ‘must the Catbolic churc
change. with everythipg else? Ah! no;
for we have the guarantee of God himself
that ehe will not change ; for after he had
said to the apostles : “teach all nations;
teach them to observe all things whatso-
ever I have commanded you, for behold I
am with you all days even to the end of
the world.” “Mark,” He said, “what I am
going to tell you, I am witil you. Go
teach, and while you teach Iam with yo%
therefore you cannot change.,” He di
not sy “I will be with you,” but with a
word that only God himeelf can use; a
word that only suits that Infinite Bein
who has neither past nor future but wil
whom everything is present, he said, “I
am with you as you go to teach, and Iam
with your successors a hundred Eyun
hmce‘ when they are teaching. Every
JW will die aud yei I am with
you all days, even to the end of the
world.” It wasnot to them personall
he gave the commission, but to the churc
founded by them and to be guided by
them ; and to that church down to the
end of tie world he pledges his divine
word that he would be present with
them, Hence it follows that the church
cannot change in her doctrine as
long as Christ is with her. If she could
change then Christ would be no longer
with her. He would not be teaching in
her, and the conclusion we must draw is
that the Catholic church is unchangeable
because Christ has pledged His word to be
with her even to the end of the world.
We might make a comparison. Christ
declares that he will be with His Church,
and He also told them that he would send
the spirit of truth to abide with her for-
ever ; that that spirit would animate His
church with a livi:& principle by which
she would be guid Therefore as the
epirit of truth must abide with her for-
ever, she must never teach anything but
the truth. This comparison then, 1 say,
ight be made. As long as the Lody is
animated with a living soul it is a living
body and it acts and speaks and worka b,
the power of the living principle that is
within it. The man who thus lives knows
and feels that he isliving. The spirit that
animates his body makes him know that
heis aliving man; but when that soul
1 as departed from the body, it is & motion.-
less and inanimate mass of matter.

Now the Church is to be guided and
snimated by the spirlt of truth,
and therefore as long as that power abides
with her, she will be the living Lody of
Christ, She will be guided and controlled
b{ it just as the soul animates our bodies,
If our soul were to be always united to
the body it would always be a living
bot'li and would not cease to be so as long
s that soul remained. So, as long as the
spirit of truth animates this church, it must
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Then again, since the church is to teach
always the doctrines unctbycmn,. sad
He promised always to be with her, it fol-
lows that the O{u.nl could never bave
gone astray, Therefore, the theories that
the Gm.rJ was pure for a few centuries
and then was corrupted and fell away, sre
absurd ; or, at least, they are contradic-
tory to the very words of Christ, If
Christ pledged His word that He would be
with the Church evento the end of the
world, how can Christians bring themselves
to believe that a time ever came when He
was not with tnat Church? Would that
Church falsify the promise that Christ
made, and make shipwreck of the faith by
tea: falsehood to her children? It
would auvlhbly follow that Christ was
not able to keep His promise, or did not
care for it. He had pledged His divine
word to teach the truth down to the end
of time, and He became so careless of His
promise that Heallowed the Church that
was to carry out the work to drift into
error and upon the rocks, while His
power was not strong enough to save
them from these dangers. My dear
brethren, for me it is a strange phenom-
enon, that men who profess to believe the
divinity of Christ and our Blessed Lord,

can believe that He could ever
allow His charch to drift into
error. Hence, we conclude, and as

the subject is =0 vast I only leave the
point with you to-night, that the church
of Christ must always have been one, as
there was but one church founded b
Christ. “Ibuild my church upon a rock,”
he said, and we conclude that she must
bave been infallible in her teaching be-
cause Christ promised to be with her and
send the spirit of truth to abide with her.
It must be one and governed by the sams
head. It must have uniformity in faith
aud sacraments and sacrifices, Where is
the church in all this world that can
claim this prerogative? Where is there a
church one in her faith, like the Roman
Catholic Church 7 That faith that is the
same in every land and spoken in all the
tongues of the earth; the same truths
epoken and the one doctrine preached;
with one head, the old man who rules
at Rome, the successor of St. Peter upon
whom Christ built His Church, and to
whom all men look up. There is the one
Church, infallible in her teaching. No
other church pretends to claim infallibil.
ity. They openly acknowledge that all
churches went astzay, that the church at
Jetusalem and Alexandria went astray,
and that they themselves may go astray.
Now the Chutch of Christ cannot go
astray, it must be infallible, must possess
the divine spirit of truth; must have
Christ dwelling with her down to the end
of time. Therefore when we find that
there is but one. church which lays claim
to that infallibility, it must be the
true church of Christ. Here is the church
then, that does not change, Here,
in this glorious temple you do not have
any change of doctrine; and if this
temple were increased to ten times its
glory; if its length and breadth were mul-
tiplied ten times; if the marble pillars
were enlarged and most costly ornaments
decorated the walls, you would not hear a
single article of doctrine different than
iou heard in the little church that has
isappeared, Here in this great church,
and in all churchesthroughout the world,
the same Catholic faith, the same sacra-
ments and same sacrifice will ever be
found unchanged. No change in her
nature, and yet see how she progresses and
advances to meet the wants of her chil-
dren. Just as this church is a pro-
gressive step beyond the old one
ihai occupied the front of this building, so
does the Catholic Church advance to meet
the wants of humanity as they arise one
after another. Of this glorious Church
we can say : “Thou are always the same
und thy years cannot fail,” and then again,
“I makeall things new, I am always pro-
greuing, yet I am always the same.” Let
us see how she has shown this progress,
It would be a theme worthy of a separate
discourse and many discourses, for no
more glorious subject could occupy Chris-
tian xiinds than the march of the Catholic
Church since her foundation. Oh, breth.
ren, let us go back through the ages and
see how the church sent out to teach the
truth, was able to meet every want of
humanity, How, like a generous man,
who as the poor pasted before him was
able to fill the needs of them all, or, like a
great quecn, she sent such gifts to all
nations as suited them best. She began
under persecution and for three hundred
years she had, to brave all the combined
powers of the world and of darkness as
they were hurled against ber. Yet even
in that dark period she loved bhumanity,
She proclaimed the doctrine of equality
amongst men. She overturned those
theories that paganism had been 20 fond
of. Shetaught that there were no distinct
classes, no privileged beings created by the
Almlg‘aty to crush their fellow-men, = She
proclaimed equality to all, She proclaimed
equality between the slave and his master,
She reconstituted thesocial fabric and gave
back to woman the position she was in.

In Eng-
land, all that is bright is due to the Cath-
olic church, Oxford and Cambridge was
founded by Catholic bishops and blessed
by the popes; and at times when the kings
and nobles disliked and despised learning,
and claimed only the sword and lance as
their weapons, it was the Catholic church
that made learning respectable, It was
the church that mlg; agriculture a bless-
ing. It was the Catholic church that cul-
tivated all the peaceful arts, and made
learning and industry more respectable
than war, The Church progressed in
all those ages and as she advanced she was
ever ready to meetall the other wants of
humanity, In fine arts who shone most
brillisnt? Was it not the children of the
Catholic Church 1 In architecture was it
not she who gave the models of the Gothic
style so freely used and admired to-day ?
Where have temples ever been raised
like those erected by the children of the
Catholic Church to_the honor of the
Almighty ? The pagans in_their greatest
glory, the Greein and Romans with
all their wealth and power, were neyer
able to raise the magnificent temples that
have been reared by the Catholic Chufch,
with their arches springing into the
heavens, and piercing the clouds aroand
their spires was the cross that has eyer
been the standard of civilization. To-day,
with all the wealth of the world, has
anything been done to equal what was
done in the ages of faith, the dark ages, as
they are commonly called 7 Westminster
Abbey is still the greatest glory of Eng-
land, Notre Dame in France, the old
churches in Italy and Milan, and St.
Peter’s, the grandest of all, are the works
of the Catholic Church. What has ever
equalled the genius of her children? Has
Michael Angelo been surpassed in painting
and sculpture ! It seems as if the genius
of man could never get beyond that shown
by the children of the Catholic Church,
for three hundred years of greatest civili-
zation have past and yet no painters have
arisen to equul] let alone surpass, the
works of the old masters. It was only
that they were guided by the faith of the
Church that they were enabled to paint
in that way. In music too, what has
ever equalled the music given by the
Catholic Church to the world, among which
are those sweet strains that are the grandest
that human ear ever listened to. Mozart
was inspired by the Catholic docliine
and Catholic worship to bring forth those
strains that can only be lurguled by the
song of angels sung before the throne of
God in heaven. There is no department of
knowledge that the Catholic church does
Dot sucourage, aud no department of
learning where her children do not shine,
Astronomy was first developed by them,
Chemistry was founded by them, and all
the discoveries that regulate modern life
owe their origin to the principles they
laid dowa. So, mot to detain you too
long, we must see that the church has pro-
gressed{and is ready to meet all the wants
of ber children ; that she is like the sun,
unchangeable and ever sending her light
to give life and activity all around. In
this country she has also shown that she is
able to advance. She has kept pace with
the progress of our country. She has
grown with its growth and become strong
with its strength, She has grown stronger
under the liberty of our country than she
could have under despotism. She has
sought no protection ; she only claims
liberty, and she grows best where there is
most of it, She appeals to the hearts of
the people and to the intellects of the
g;-uteut. She is the friend of the weak.
o genius too high to sound her doctrine,
and no heart too low to be beyond her
eaving principles. The grandest minds that
the world ever made are filled with
astonishment at the riches of her doctrin
and yet the poorest and lowliest and most
ignorant are those that are most welcome
to her bosom.  She takes in the greatest
intellects and fills them with the grandest
truths that lift them higher than their
natural genius could ever raise them ;
and yet she can go down to the lowest
grade of society and pluck from the deep-
est mire the immortal soul that God
created for Himself. All know that she
is the Church of the poor, for nowhere
else are the hearts of the poor so consoled.
