Father [abaret
as Saperior of the Uuiversity of Oitawa,
During  his  residence 1n this city
he mimstered to the faithful of St.
Pater’s Church, by whom he was greatly
beloved, He was the venerated chap-
lain of the 65th Batt., and last spring he
accompanied that gallant corps through
the North Waest cympaign snd minis-
tered to their spiritual wants, Though
in weak health, he underwent all the
