This is
neither the place nor the time to do so 3 hot
I may say I have the great sat tion of
kunowing that a very great deal of sympathy
has been expressed in tavor of this resolution,
I will K, however, the House to bear with
me an instant while I meet one or two charges
which I think it is my duty at once to take
up. 1 have heen charged with inconsistency
because I thonght proper, a few weeks ago,
when the ho, member for North Simeoe
brought np his mation in this House concern
ing education and language in the North-
West, to vote against that motion and then
thought fit to place the resolution now hefore
the House on the Notice Paper, 1 caunot see
that my course is inconsistent.  We do not
